Step 2, May 6 — 10: Auditions
A team of judges (including teachers and parents) will watch all auditions and
determine Showcase performers based on the following criteria:

v’ Student is prepared and performs with confidence and accuracy
v Shows exceptional talent and skill
v' Highlights a skill or music new to the audience (for example, something
different than the usual praise and worship songs we sing)
Also highlights a unique skill or music not presented by another entry
v’ Contains elements of truth, beauty, goodness*

* Note: The Showcase Committee acknowledges that it takes a lot of courage to perform in front of
people, but it also takes a lot of courage to do something truly beautiful. The goal is to offer our student
body a positive cultural experience, even though —and arguably because of — the fact that this is much
different than what they see on reality vocal competition television shows.

Step 3, May 22: Performance
This will be held on the second to last day of school, with Mrs. Schilmoeller as the emcee.
