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FROM THE
PASTORS'’S DESK

Dear sisters and brothers,

One day while St. Francis of
Assisi came upon a chapel in dis-
repair, he heard the voice of God
say to him, “Francis , rebuild my
church!" This beloved saint lit-
erally and figuratively rebuilt the
Chapel of San Damiano while
also rebuilding the spiritual life of
the institutional Roman Catholic
Church in the 13th centu-
ry. Throughout the centuries,
those imbued with the Franciscan
charism have been rebuilding the
Catholic Church in many ways.

The same charism applies in
our parish of St. Camillus in the
21st year of the 21st centu-
ry. First, I have asked the parish
council and he parish pastoral
staff to begin the process of
gradually reopening our parish
with its unique mission of liturgy,
evangelization/faith formation
and social services. We have a
long way to go and we still need
to be socially distant, wear
masks and be careful.

At the same time, we need to
literally rebuild a substantial part
of our physical plant--with
the emphasis on our school roofs
and its HVAC system and select
electrical repairs. Before I ar-
rived, a consulting firm was hired
to come up with a multilevel pro-
posal to address the many re-
pairs needed for the entire physi-
cal plant. Paying for the total
cost of their proposed compre-
hensive plan would have required

either a Capital Campaign which
the parish could not afford and/
or heavy borrowing which would
have left a debt that would have
burdened the parish for many
years. Although they came up
with some sound suggestions,
they failed to provide a complete
breakdown of the cost of each
element of their proposal. After
further review, our finance coun-
cil recommended that we not
accept their proposals. I came
up with an alternate proposal
that loosely resembles St. Fran-
cis gradually rebuilding San
Damiano Chapel--one project at
a time.

For nearly twenty years, I
have been the chaplain of the
New York City Building and Con-
struction Trades Unions. During
those years, I have met many
union construction workers
around the country including in
the greater Washington DC ar-
ea. In the past few months, I
have enlisted the help of local
construction unions to align
themselves with union contrac-
tors to help rebuild our parish
physical plant. They have
agreed to do so on the first pro-
ject which will be the roof and
heating system for the Camillia
Room. They will first repair the
roof of the Camillia Room and
then union steamfitters will put
in a brand new HVAC sys-
tem. This system will be separate
from the boiler system that heats
the rest of the school build-
ing. No longer when we heat the
Camillia Room will the school be
heated as well. It will be a sepa-
rate unit. In the long run, this

will save the parish a tremen-
dous amount of money in energy
costs. This project will begin by
February. The cost for this pro-
ject will be significantly less than
the previous
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would have charged.

Around the same time, the
union electricians through their
contractor, will make key im-
provements for our outside light-
ing in our parking lot and the
path that leads to the Friary from
the parking lot. The lighting in
the school storage room will be
improved. Finally, we hope to
install brand, new LED lights in
our church. These new lights will
brighten our church at a fraction
of the costs of the existing
lights. These same electricians
will update the electrical system
on the Camillia Room roof when
the new HVAC is installed. The
union electricians are presently
looking at ways in which solar
panels can be installed on that
roof to enable further energy
savings. The early Franciscans
ministered among the medieval
labor guilds. As your pastor, I
intend to minister among the
local construction unions of the
greater Washington D.C. area.

How are we going to pay for
these initial projects? We al-
ready have through the Brother
Chris Posch, OFM Fund. This
fund has already amassed over
$140,000 dollars! A remarkable
feat to be achieved within six
months in honor of our previous
pastor! In order to increase
financial transparency, I have
asked William Donnelly, our par-
ish finance council chairperson
and school board chairperson to
help me oversee this fund. In
addition, I am forming a parish
construction committee to be
comprised of owners of construc-
tion companies, key union con-
struction leaders and experts in
the construction industry to for-
mally render advice and help
secure funds for future projects.

The cost of these initial pro-
jects will substantially deplete
the Brother Chris Posch, OFM
Fund. Therefore, I am respect-
fully requesting that all parish-
ioners and friends of the parish
to prayerfully consider contrib-
uting to the Brother Chris Posch,
OFM Fund as our vehicle to liter-
ally rebuild our parish of St. Ca-
millus.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Un dia, mientras San Francisco
de Asis se encontré con una capilla
en mal estado, escuchd la voz de
Dios que le decia, i“Francisco, re-
construye mi iglesia”! Este amado
santo literal y figurativamente re-
construy6 la Capilla de San Da-
miano mientras también recons-
truia la vida espiritual de la Iglesia
Catdlica Institucional en el siglo
XIII. A lo largo de los siglos, los
infundidos con el carisma francis-
cano han reconstruido la Iglesia
Catolica de muchas formas.

El mismo carisma se aplica en
nuestra parroquia de San Camilo
en el afno XXI del siglo XXI. Prime-
ro, le he pedido al consejo parro-
quial y al personal administrativo
iniciar el proceso de la apertura
gradual de nuestra parroquia con
su Unica misién de liturgia, evange-
lizacion/formacién en la fe y servi-
cios sociales. Tenemos un largo
camino que recorrer y todavia te-
nemos que guardar la distancia
social, usar mascaras y tener cui-
dado.

Al mismo tiempo, necesitamos
reconstruir literalmente una parte
de nuestras instalaciones, con el
énfasis en los techos de nuestra
escuela, el sistema HVAC y repara-
ciones eléctricas selectas. Antes de
mi llegada, se contraté a una em-
presa de consultoria para que pre-
sentara una propuesta de varios
niveles para abordar las numerosas
reparaciones necesarias para todas
nuestras instalaciones. Pagar el

costo total de su plan propuesto
habria requerido una Camparfia Ca-
pital que la parroquia no podia pa-
gar y/o un préstamo considerable
que habria dejado una deuda que
habria agobiado a la parroquia por
muchos afios. Aunque presentaron
algunas sugerencias sodlidas, no
proporcionaron un analisis comple-
to del costo de cada elemento de
su propuesta. Después de una revi-
sion mas detallada, nuestro conse-
jo de finanzas recomendd no acep-
tar su propuesta. Se me ocurrid
una propuesta alternativa que va-
gamente se parece a San Francisco
y la reconstruccién gradual de la
Capilla de San Damiano, un pro-
yecto a la vez.

Durante casi veinte anos, he
sido capelldan de los Sindicatos de
Construccién de la Ciudad de Nue-
va York. Durante esos afios, he
conocido a muchos trabajadores de
la construccién sindicalizados en
todo el pais, que incluye el area
metropolitana de Washington DC.
En los Gltimos meses, he contado
con la ayuda de sindicatos de la
construccion locales para ponerse
de acuerdo con contratistas sindi-
cales para ayudar a reconstruir las
instalaciones de nuestra parroquia.
Han acordado hacerlo en el primer
proyecto que sera el techo y el sis-
tema de calefaccion del Camillia
Room. Primero repararan el techo
del Camillia Room y luego la union
de instaladores de calefaccién ins-
talaran un nuevo sistema de HVAC.
Este sistema estard separado del
sistema de calefaccion de todo el
edificio escolar. A largo plazo, esto
ahorrara a la parroquia una enorme
cantidad de dinero en costos inne-
cesarios de energia. Este proyecto
comenzara a principios de febrero.
El costo de este proyecto sera sig-
nificativamente menor de lo que
habria cobrado la empresa ante-
rior.

Casi al mismo tiempo, electricista
del sindicato a través de sus con-
tratistas, haran mejoras claves pa-
ra nuestra iluminacion exterior en
el estacionamiento y el camino que
guia hacia la casa parroquial desde
el estacionamiento. Se mejorara la
iluminacion en el cuarto de almace-
namiento de la escuela. Finalmen-
te, esperamos instalar nuevas luces
LED en nuestra iglesia. Estas nue-
vas luces iluminaran nuestra iglesia
a una fraccion del costo de las lu-
ces actuales. Estos mismos electri-
cistas actualizaran el sistema eléc-
trico en el techo del Camillia Room
cuando el nuevo HVAC sea instala-
do. Los electricistas del sindicato
estan buscando formas de instalar
paneles solares en ese techo para
garantizar un mayor ahorro de
energia. Los primeros franciscanos
hicieron su ministerio entre los gre-
mios laborales medievales. Como
su parroco, tengo la intencion de
hacer ministerio entre los sindica-
tos de construccion locales del area
metropolitana de Washington DC.

¢Como vamos a pagar estos
proyectos iniciales? Ya lo tenemos
a través del Fondo del Hermano
Chris Posch, OFM. iEste fondo ya
ha acumulado cerca de $140,000
dolares! iUna hazafia notable que
se logré en seis meses en honor de
nuestro anterior parroco! Para au-
mentar la transparencia financiera,
le pedi a William Donnelly, nuestro
presidente del consejo parroquial
de finanzas y presidente de la junta
escolar ayudarme a supervisar este
fondo. Ademas, estoy formando un
comité parroquial de construccion
integrado por propietarios de com-
pafias de construccion, lideres sin-
dicales claves y expertos en la in-
dustria de la construccion para for-
malmente brindar asesoria y ayu-
dar a asegurar fondos para proyec-
tos futuros.

El costo de estos proyectos ini-
ciales agotara sustancialmente el
Fondo Hermano Chris Posch, OFM.
Por lo tanto, respetuosamente pido
que todos los feligreses y amigos
de la parroquia consideren en ora-
cién contribuir al Fondo del Her-
mano Chris Posch, OFM como
nuestro vehiculo para reconstruir
literalmente nuestra parroquia de
San Camilo,
