Greetings!

Our local Justice, Peace and Integrity of
Creation has wisely focused on issues affect-
ing climate change. How we properly utilize
our energy sources displays a moral compass
in the right direction. This weekend, we cele-
brate the Solemnity of Pentecost, the birth-
day of the Roman Catholic Church. Pentecost
(in Greek, an allusion to fifty days) is cele-
brated after Easter in remembrance of the
outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the first fol-
lowers of Jesus.

The early Christians with all its language
groups realized the descent of the Holy Spirit

On Saturday, Wilton Cardinal
Gregory confirmed 121 young people. Con-
firmation is an extension of our Baptism
through the power of the Holy Spirit. During
this ceremony, both our food pantry and Gar-
den Committee were in full operation: serv-
ing food to the poor and cleaning up our par-
ish grounds. Both of these ministries served
as Confirmation projects for these121 young
people. The sacrament of Confirmation is
sometimes referred as a personal Pente-
cost. It was a beautiful, magnificent day!

The Solemnity of Pentecost is a moveable
feast on the church’s official calendar and is
not celebrated on the same date each
year. Catholics are called to spread the Gos-
pel--the Good News to all God's people espe-
cially those who feel alienated from the
Church. Please pray and act to bring them
back to our faith community!
