Jesus’ words to the crowds are difficult to hear. The demands he 
makes of his disciples are too much. Hate your family? Carry your 
own cross? Renounce all your possessions? They range from unrea-
sonable to unthinkable. Can he possibly mean to be so harsh? First, 
consider that the use of the Greek misei for hating one’s family 
could well be an example of semitic hyperbole, intended to shock 
when “reject,” not “hate,” could be more appropriate. Secondly, 
renouncing all possessions doesn’t necessarily mean leaving oneself 
destitute, but no longer regarding what you have as your own 
property. To follow Jesus means to choose Jesus, who gives us  
everything we need, even the promise of eternal life, over those 
things most dear to us: our families, our homes, our wealth, and all 
our “stuff.” Let us look to his first disciples: the twelve apostles. 
They left their families, their homes, and their possessions, choos-
ing to live a difficult lifestyle instead. Every day they calculated the 
cost of discipleship and concluded that following Jesus was worth 
everything they gave up. — Pastoral PaƩerns

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AYÚDANOS A COMPRENDER   
La sabiduría nos pregunta "¿Quién puede conocer el consejo de Dios, o quién puede 
concebir lo que el Loro pretende?" Si ponemos esto en un lenguaje contemporáneo, 
podríamos decir "¡No tienes ni idea!" Hay momentos en que ninguno de nosotros sabe 
lo que está pasando. La vida está más allá de nuestra comprensión. Buscamos seres 
queridos, mentores, amigos, directores espirituales y pistas de thera- para ayudarnos 
a comprender. Este es un tema común a través de todas las culturas scrip- de hoy. La 
sabiduría nos recuerda: "Escaso adivinamos estas cosas en la tierra, y lo que está a 
nuestro alcance lo encontramos con dificultad". El Salmo 90 ruega, "Enséñanos a con-
tar bien nuestros días, para que ganemos sabiduría de corazón." San Pablo está 
hablando en nombre de Onésimo, y le ruega a Filemón que le dé la bienvenida. El 
Evangelio de Lucas es muy difícil de escuchar. Hoy vemos que no todas las lecciones 
que necesitamos aprender son agradables o alegres, pero son oportunas.  

MINISTERIOS Y LLAMADAS — VOCACIONES Y VOCACIONES  
Antes del Evangelio de esta semana, grandes multitudes comenzaban a seguir a 
Jesús. Excite- ment estaba construyendo, ya que había conversaciones susurradas 
preguntándose si este era el Rey tan esperado que los hebreos esperaban. La idea de 
la multitud de un rey era muy diferente, sin embargo, de lo que Jesús estaba ofrecien-
do. El rey que estaban esperando era un sumo sacerdote, un Mesías. Este no era el 
reino que Jesús estaba predicando, sino más bien uno de dolor, de llevar la cruz y las 
cargas, un reino al que uno no debe acercarse a la ligera, sino hacer planes serios y 
esfuerzos para ayudar a construir. Con demasiada frecuencia vemos este pasaje, 
pensándolo duro y refiriéndonos solo a aquellos llamados a la vida religiosa. La verdad 
es que todos estamos llamados a la caridad. Tomar nuestra cruz no es un llamado a 
sufrir por el bien del sufrimiento, sino para buscar la bondad y la justicia.  

EL COSTO DEL DISCIPULADO 
 

El costo del discipulado es el nombre del poderoso libro escrito por Dietrich Bonhoef- 
fer, el teólogo que fue asesinado en un campo de exterminio nazi. Hoy vemos rupturas 
en las relaciones familiares por religión y política. Vemos a los que olvidan cómo per-
donar, y a los que nunca se les enseñó a amar. Bonhoeffer ofreció un mensaje que 
podría aplicarse a cualquier historia directamente salida de las noticias de la noche. 
Dijo que el amor cristiano no distingue entre enemigos, excepto que aquellos que odi-
an más amargamente tienen mayor necesidad de amor. De hecho, deben esperar solo 
amor incondicional de un cristiano. Bonhoeffer concluye que si uno no está dispuesto 
a amar indiscriminadamente como discípulo de Cristo, entonces uno no es cristiano en 
absoluto. Cuando Jesús nos pide hoy que tomemos nuestra cruz, Él nos está pidiendo 
que tomemos la disci-pline del amor cristiano.

SEPTEMBER: Celebrating the Month of the Seven Sorrows of Mary 

 

Let us pray that, inspired by Saint Francis, we might experience our interdependence with  

all creatures who are loved by God and worthy of love and respect. Through Christ our Lord. 

Amen. 

 

The month of September is dedicated to the Seven Sorrows of Mary. Devotion to the sorrows of the    
Virgin Mary dates from the twelfth century, when it made its appearance in monastic circles under the 
influence of St. Anselm and St. Bernard. The Cistercians and then the Servites undertook to propagate it. 
It became widespread in the fourteenth and especially the fifteenth centuries, particularly in the Rhine-
land and Flanders, where Confraternities of the Sorrowful Mother sprang up.  It was in this context that 
the first liturgical formularies in her honor were composed. A provincial council of Mainz in 1423 made 
use of these in establishing a “Feast of the Sorrows of Mary” in reparation for Hussite profanations of her 
images. 
 

In 1494 the feast appeared in Bruges, where the Precious Blood of Christ was venerated; later on it made 
its way into France. It did not, however, become widespread in France before Benedict XIII included it in 
the Roman Calendar in 1727 and assigned it to the Friday before Palm Sunday. 
 

Some Churches had previously celebrated this feast during the Easter season. Others, however, celebrat-
ed the Joys of the Blessed Virgin during the Easter season, as is still done today at Braga. In some places 
it was entitled “Recollection of the Feasts and Joys of the Blessed Virgin Mary.”
