From Fr. Q’s Desk 

 

Dear parish family, 
 
I received the sad news this week of the passing 
of Fr. Robert Swann Pittman, SSS—a priest with 
a personal connection to our neighborhood and 
especially to our parish of St. Catherine’s.  
 
Fr. Pittman was born in Wash-
ington, DC, in 1928, and grew 
up in nearby Malcolm, Md. He 
felt called to be a priest, but 
there were many barriers for 
African-Americans to becom-
ing diocesan priests in those 
days. Instead, he joined a reli-
gious order—the Congregation 
of the Blessed Sacrament (Latin 
abbreviation: SSS) who accept-
ed him. 
 
Fr. Pittman had an illustrious 
career, studying for a doctorate 
in Rome in theology, Latin and 
Greek. He was ordained a 
priest in Rome on July 13, 1958, 
and then taught in various seminaries in 
Mozambique, England and Washington DC for 
many years. In 1981 he returned to southern 
Maryland to found  the Body of Christ Farm in 
Waldorf, dedicated to the adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament, evangelization and care for 
the poor. He ran the farm until 2017, when his 
age (89!) compelled him to retire. He passed 
away at his congregation’s headquarters in Ohio 
on April 24. 
 
Fr. Pittman had a long association with St. Cath-
erine’s, as he provided the chance for the black 
community of that parish to celebrate Mass with 
one of their own. In fact, we have a touching de-
scription in our parish bulletin of Fr. Pittman’s 
first visit to the parish as a priest; it was July 14, 
1963, the weekend of his fifth anniversary of or-
dination. 

  
Mass today celebrated by the Reverend Robert 
Pittman of the Fathers of the Blessed Sacrament at 
11:30. Father Pittman, a graduate of Pomonkey High 
School and a native of Malcolm, Charles County, is 
the first of his race (the Negro) to celebrate Holy 
Mass in St. Catherine Church, as far as we know. We 
congratulate Fr. Pittman, his good parents and teach-
ers and all who helped him to become an Ambassador 
of God, God’s priest. May the fruits of his labors be 
very abundant is our prayer for him. 

  
Over the years, Fr. Pittman 
would come down from the 
Body of Christ Farm to cele-
brate Mass for the St. Cathe-
rine’s parishioners. Our old-
timers remember his quiet 
voice and gentle disposition, 
his saying the rosary in prepa-
ration for Mass, and his 
preaching to them: “Never 
give up!” He had  personality 
that made many people very 
affectionate of him. 
 
I had the privilege of meeting 
Fr. Pittman on one occasion. In 

2012, I was a seminarian in Rome when the can-
onization of St Kateri Tekakwitha was held at St. 
Peter’s Basilica there. As she was the first Native 
American saint to be canonized, a large contin-
gent of faithful travelled to Rome from the USA 
for the event. Fr. Pittman was among them—
distinctive with a healthy gray afro and his long 
black cassock. I had the opportunity to greet him 
and speak briefly with him. He had about him a 
certain gravitas which I remember to this day. 
 
I believe that our parish’s prayer—may the fruits 
of his labors be very abundant—indeed came true 
for Fr. Pittman over the course of his lifetime of 
priestly ministry. Let us thank God for this de-
voted servant of his, who touched the lives of so 
many of our parishioners.

Catechism of the Catholic Church 

THE SEVEN SACRAMENTS OF THE CHURCH 
SECTION TWO 

Article 3 The Sacrament of the Eucharist 

IV. The Liturgical Celebration of the Eucharist 

The Mass of all ages 

1351 From the very beginning Christians have 
brought, along with the bread and wine for the Eu-
charist, gifts to share with those in need. This cus-
tom of the collection, ever appropriate, is inspired 
by the example of Christ who became poor to make 
us rich: 

Those who are well off, and who are also willing, 
give as each chooses. What is gathered is given to 
him who presides to assist orphans and widows, 
those whom illness or any other cause has deprived 
of resources, prisoners, immigrants and, in a word, 
all who are in need. 

1352 The anaphora: with the Eucharistic Prayer - the 
prayer of thanksgiving and consecration - we come 
to the heart and summit of the celebration: 

In the preface, the Church gives thanks to the Father, 
through Christ, in the Holy Spirit, for all his works: 
creation, redemption, and sanctification. the whole 
community thus joins in the unending praise that 
the Church in heaven, the angels and all the saints, 
sing to the three-holy-God. 

1353 In the epiclesis, the Church asks the Father to 
send his Holy Spirit (or the power of his blessing on 
the bread and wine, so that by his power they may 
become the body and blood of Jesus Christ and so 
that those who take part in the Eucharist may be one 
body and one spirit (some liturgical traditions put 
t he  e p ic l e s i s  a f t er  t he  a na mn e s i s ) . 
In the institution narrative, the power of the words 
and the action of Christ, and the power of the Holy 
Spirit, make sacramentally present under the species 
of bread and wine Christ's body and blood, his sacri-
fice offered on the cross once for all.

Gifts in Disguise 

 

Have you ever opened a gift and wondered what 
the giver was thinking?  

I won’t call out any of my family or friends here, 
but suffice to say, I think we have all been the 
confused recipient of a sweater that wasn't our 
size or a gift card to a store where we don’t shop. 
But we smiled all the same and said how much it 
meant to us, because we know that when it 
comes to gifts, it’s all about the gesture. 

Suffering is a lot like that — the gift you never 
asked for, and don’t really want to receive. 
Sometimes we look at suffering and, like the 
apostles who see Jesus as a stranger on the shore, 
we don’t recognize it for what it can be. We don’t 
appreciate the catalyst suffering can be for 
change, for growth, for grace.  

What was the gift that you received in disguise? 
Was it a relationship that confounded and frus-
trated you? Was it a job that tested your spirit? 
An obstacle that stopped you dead in your 
tracks? A rejection that threatened to break your 
spirit? 

If I go back and look at the worst gifts I’ve ever 
gotten, chances are that I didn’t like them be-
cause I didn’t know what to do with them — 
they were more fitted for someone else’s inter-
ests, someone else’s life. It’s the same with suffer-
ing. We’re tempted to cast suffering aside when 
it comes our way because it doesn’t fit the person 
we are. Suffering is made to fit the person God 
knows we have the ability, with His grace, to be-
come. 

Hang onto that suffering. Unlike the misshapen 
sweater, it really will come in handy.

SAINTS THIS WEEK  

SAINT ATHANASIUS    MAY 2 

Athanasius I of Alexandria was 
a Greek church father and the 
20th pope of Alexandria. His inter-
mittent episcopacy spanned 45 
years of which over 17 encom-
passed five exiles, when he was 

replaced on the order of four different Roman em-
perors. Athanasius was a Christian theologian, 
a Church Father, the chief defender 
of Trinitarianism against Arianism, and a not-
ed Coptic Christian (Egyptian) leader of the fourth 
century. Athanasius' earliest work, Against the 
Heathen – On the Incarnation (written before 319), 
bears traces of Origenist Alexandrian thought but 
in an orthodox way. Athanasius was also familiar 
with the theories of various philosophical schools, 
and in particular with the developments of Neo-
Platonism.  

SAINTS PHILIP AND JAMES     
MAY 3  

James, Son of Alphaeus: 
We know nothing of this 
man except his name, and, 

of course, the fact that Jesus chose him to be one of 
the 12 pillars of the New Israel, his Church. He is 
not the James of Acts, son of Clopas, “brother” of 
Jesus and later bishop of Jerusalem and the tradi-
tional author of the Letter of James. James, son of 
Alphaeus, is also known as James the Lesser to 
avoid confusing him with James the son of Zebe-
dee, also an apostle and known as James the 
Greater. 

READ:  Christians Courageous by Aloysius Roche 

For every half-dozen heroes antiquity could mus-
ter, Christendom produced thousands, and often 
from the strangest holes and corners. Instead of 
drying up the spirit of adventure, the Fire of Pen-
tecost kindled it anew and made it burn with an 
unquenchable flame. The Master's parting instruc-
tions to His followers resulted in a host of enter-
prises quite as daring as any to be found in 
Homer. Some of these are brought vividly to life 
in these stories about courageous Christians from 
the earliest days of Christianity to modern times. 
Although written primarily for youthful readers, 
they are sure to interest all those to whom the 
achievements of their fellow Christians are a mat-
ter of pride and encouragement.  You’ll read 
about: The pagan actor whose mockery of the 
Faith led him to convert and even die a Christian 
martyr. The blind boy who became an adviser to 
great saints. The brave bishop who successfully 
defended the true Faith--against his fellow bish-
ops and even the Emperor! The monk who was 
martyred in the Colloseum trying to stop the 
bloodshed of the gladiators there The priest who 
suffered cruel deprivations to convert a savage 
tribe - with a dictionary! The Irish monk who 
crossed the Sea of Darkness to discover America 
The celebrated Spanish novelist who helped save 
Christendom from the Turks at the Battle of Le-
panto. The unarmed bishop who, with words 
alone, drove Attila the Hun from the gates of 
Rome. The stirring adventures of these brave 
Christian souls remind us that God has in hand 
for each of us a unique mission, worthy of all our 
imagination and of all our daring.
