Prizes: 1 work will be chosen as the grand prize winner and receive a $50 gift card from the
Diocese of Richmond. 2 runners-up will receive $25 gift cards. All 3 winners will be featured in

the Catholic Virginian (the Diocese of Richmond newspaper).

Guidelines for Submissions

Dance:

1. Please limit the video of the dance to one minute
Original choreography only
3. Participants should be modestly dressed as we represent the Church
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Film:

1. Video’s should be limited to one minute
Original ideas and scripts only
3. Anyone shown in video should be modestly dressed as we represent the Church
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Poetry:

1. Poetry should be original
2. Inappropriate or suggestive material will not be permitted

Photography:

1. Original ideas only
2. Inappropriate or suggestive material will not be permitted

Visual Art:

1. Allvisual art should be original
2. Inappropriate or suggestive material will not be permitted
