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Instructor Development Course

Program Overview

The IDC includes presentations and workshops designed to assure that you are prepared and ready to
pass the comprehensive two-day IE where you will demonstrate your ability to teach as you have
mastered in the IDC. As a PADI OWSI, you will be able to teach all PADI core courses from introductory
divers through divemaster as well as teach Emergency First Response courses. We also offer the
opportunity for additional training to become certified to teach several specialties immediately after you
have successfully completed the IE.

The first step in the IDC will be to schedule an informal orientation session with our award-winning
Course Directors, Bruce Weitzenhoffer and Dane Durand, so that you can become comfortable and
familiar with both your training team and the details of the entire program. We will: verify that you meet
all the Prerequisites (see below); answer any questions about the course; and review the performance
requirements including what must be completed before the start of the course. Ideally, this will occur at
least two to four weeks before the first in-class session so you have enough time to become prepared
for this fun intensive course. Bruce, Dane and their team will be in regular contact with you before the
course begins to make certain that you are on track to complete the pre-study requirements which are
listed on the Instructor Development Course Program Learning Agreement which can be found as a link
on the Any Water Dive Center IDC webpage. This will be signed when you make your deposit to reserve
your spotin our IDC. To enable your IDC & IE paperwork to be prepared, you will also complete the IDC
Candidate Information Sheet.

Our IDC is candidate focused. Our Candidate:Trainer ratio is small, at most 4:1. Smaller classes enable
our team to address different learning styles in a most effective nurturing way. A complete schedule will
be provided before the start of the IDC which will outline the entire course. We will thoroughly review
this on the first day of the IDC. All confined water training will take place in a heated pool. For more
information contact Bruce and Dane at pro@anywater.com.

=  Be fit for diving and submit a Diver Medical signed by an authorized medical professional
within twelve months prior to the IDC and IE

= 60 logged dives, including experience in deep, night and navigation, by the start of the IDC

= 100 logged dives by the start of the IE

To reserve your spot in our IDC, you will make a non-refundable payment to cover materials and

administrative fees at least four weeks before the start of the course; the balance will be due on or before
the first in-person session.

The PADI fees will be paid directly to PADI at the IE.
