anything in this life is, by extension, 
evil. Matter, ownership, and pleasure 
must be denounced to attain spirituality. 

Asceticism was addressed in the New 
Testament many times. Suffering as a 
means of cleansing directly opposes and 
denies the finished work of Jesus. It 
appeals to the ego of man and creates 
one of the many derivative concepts of 
works-righteousness! Ironically, denial 
of self is a New Testament doctrine. But 
dying to self has nothing to do with pov-
erty, lack, and other self-imposed suffer-
ing! 

It was Asceticism that fostered the 
idea that marriage and sex were evil. 
Over time their doctrine evolved to al-
low laity to marry but forbade priests to 
marry! It was this corrupt ideology that 
prompted the Apostle Paul to warn 
against the doctrine of those who forbid 
marrying, eating meat, and other 
“earthly pleasures.” (1 Tim. 4:1-4) In 
Col. 2:23 he said, These things indeed 
have an appearance of wisdom in self-
imposed religion, false humility, and 
neglect of the body, but are of no value 
against the indulgence of the flesh. 

Religion is the most clearly expressed 
model of “the blind leading the blind.” 
People whose personal bent, coupled 
with unbelief, lent itself to this type of 
thinking, vainly imagined God was lead-
ing them in their doctrines of self-
denial, suffering, testing, and poverty. 
Then those with the same warped think-
ing and paralleled unbelief closed their 
eyes and blindly followed! These self-
serving, self-righteous doctrines seem 
fairly innocent at first, but upon closer 
examination reveal a demonic plan to 
keep God’s people from their heritage, 
cause people to turn away from God, 
limit the expansion of the Kingdom of 
God, and empower the most corrupt 
evils the world has ever seen! 

Few things have limited the expansion 
of the Kingdom of God more than lack. 
The Gospel is free but it costs a fortune 
to take the Gospel to the world. The 
poverty mentality that crept into the 
church has choked generosity from the 
hearts of believers for two millennia. 
Most  believers are so financially lim-
ited they  are not only unable to give to 
every good work; they are unwilling to 
give to ANY good work!

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not accept every aspect of the provision of 
the cross of Christ, I cannot claim to actu-
ally follow God! Religion has created a 
concept of God as a hard taskmaster.  In 
direct opposition to all He has revealed 
about Himself, we believe He leads us in 
lack to “try” us: He wants us poor to be 
humble; He robs us of joy to test our loy-
alty, etc. God is the most slandered being 
to have ever existed. And most of the lies 
about Him are sustained by those who 
claim to give Him their devotion and loy-
alty! 

In one fell swoop God showed us both 
His nature and how the world should be. In 
creation He manifested all His desires for 
man’s provision. This was His desire for 
man. This wasn’t the result of someone 
praying, giving, and compelling God in 
any way. He created the perfect environ-
ment for man before the first prayer was 
prayed or the first inhabitant created. This 
was a proactive expression of the heart of a 
loving God! There was no emotional, 
physical, or provisional lack. When life 
was as it should be lack was not an issue. 

After the fall, when religion replaced 
relationship and carnal logic outweighed 
divine revelation, lack became the norm 
that replaced abundance! In our ego-driven 
unbelief and self-deceit we created lack, 
blamed God, and then created religion to 
solve the problem. Man would now seek to 
pay for his failure through lack that would 
ultimately purge him of his iniquity! 
Through his vain imaginations man created 
a problem and a cure that was all based on 
delusional thinking, devoid of God’s real-
ity! 

Unrighteous man was not only stuck in a 
state of behavioral unrighteousness, he was 
stuck in the realm of unrighteousness. In 
this realm every thought as well as every 
behavior deepened the state of lack on 
every level. His mistrust in a benevolent, 
loving, giving God has forced him to pur-
sue his need for provision and success in-
dependent of God. In fact, many theologi-
cal concepts present the idea that to walk 
with God one must live in lack! 

The early church was influenced by 
Gnosticism, Asceticism, and various ver-
sions of mysticism. The Ascetic influence 
seems to have worked its roots into the 
theology of many different denominational 
and non-denominational groups. Ascetics 
believed that all matter is evil. From there 

Living Beyond Lack

 The Psalmist boldly declared, The Lord 

is my shepherd, I shall not lack! Centuries 
before Jesus said, I have come to give them 
life to its fullest, (John 10:10) the Psalmist 
declared that following God should always 
lead us away from lack. God is the God of 
more than enough not the God of lack! 
When one sets his sights on following God 
he, by default, turns his back on that which 
creates lack. 

Lack is a diabolical tool used by the en-
emy since the Garden. It was, in fact, the 
false sense of lack that finally caused 
Adam and Eve to succumb to the devil’s 
plot. Only after they believed that they 
were not already like God could they be 
manipulated to pursue what they had come 
to believe would make them like God. All 
lack has its roots in our identity, i.e., who 
we think and feel we are in relation to 
God! If our sense of self is not one of 
wholeness, love, and acceptance, we will, 
from that feeling of lack, make decisions 
that take us into other areas of lack. 

After creating a false sense of identity, 
all other sense of lack then continues the 
same course, the refusal to believe God’s 
reality, and thereby takes destructive steps 
to reconcile the problem. Lack starts by 
believing a lie and is sustained by pursuing 
the wrong solution. Those wrong solutions 
always lead us in our own understanding! 
They cause us to trust in our own devices 
while abandoning the wisdom of God! 
Trust in the Lord with all your heart, And 
lean not on your own understanding; In all 
your ways acknowledge Him, And He shall 
direct your paths. (Prov. 3:5-6, NKJV) 

When we turn our face to follow God we 
will be led in paths of righteousness as 
opposed to lack! But what is righteous-
ness? The word righteousness, in fact, very 
often means as it should be. It could even 
be translated as normal! God’s normal, His 
reality, is one where every need is met and 
every desire is fulfilled as mankind walks 
with Him through the various paths of life! 
Following God is not simply following my 
idea of God; it is following Him as He 
revealed Himself in the Scripture. 

In fact, the Scripture tells us that one of 
earliest expressions of God’s name, in the 
Hebrew language means: the One who 
reveals Himself by His name. If I do not 
accept who God says He is as revealed by 
His name, and if I do not accept the word 
of His promises, and then ultimately if I do

As an adult my Christ- mas dysfunction was exacerbated by 

a new and more powerful di- mension: being forced to be with peo-
ple I didn’t know or didn’t like. The hypocrisy of exchanging gifts with people for no reason other than obliga-
tion was like throwing gas on my already burning skin. It was more than I could bear!  

 
I loved my kids and wanted them to avoid the pain of my dysfunction; so I did everything I could to co-

operate with a wife who loved Christmas and to make the holidays memorable - in a good way! No matter 
what I did, or what kind of “game face” I put on, for more years than I can remember, I didn’t know what it 
was like to experience the holidays apart from deep depression, unexplainable frustration, and nearly uncon-
trollable hostility.  

 
Through the patience of my family and the continual attempts of a loving wife, I eventually awakened 

to the reality that I could create the kind of holiday experiences that I wanted. I could make new traditions and 
new memories for my children and grandchildren.

 Words of Knowledge

Flowing in the gifts of the Holy Spirit is as individualized as there are different people. In explaining the variety of appli-

cations and expressions of the gifts of the Holy Spirit, Paul said, 
 There are different kinds of spiritual gifts, but the same Spirit is the source of them all. There are different kinds of ser-

vice, but we serve the same Lord. God works in different ways, but it is the same God who does the work in all of us. (1 Cor. 
12:4-6, NLT) There are different gifts applied and ministered in various ways but they are all of God! 

The church, as is its tendency, only has a limited religious model of moving in the spirit! It is a mystical model with a very 
limited scope of application. So limited, in fact, that it is nearly impossible to imagine how they could flow outside of church. 
So, as with all that God has freely given to the world, we have reduced these expressions of God’s love to something that ex-
cludes those who need it most and have regrettably limited those available for use to the religiously pious! 

But God is God of variety. Creation itself screams God’s capacity and desire for creativity and variety. “Why all the vari-
ety?” one might ask. Simple! God works with, through, and for the benefit of people. He uses many different people in many 
various ways so the most people can benefit! Specific types of expression are more effective at reaching certain types of peo-
ple.  Variety maximizes the potential to do good for all! 

Everything God does through you always main-
tains your fingerprint. It is al- ways expressed through 
your personality, your commu- nication style, and to some 
degree within the framework of your comfort zone. It is this 
variety that makes it possible for anyone to be used and for 
everyone to be helped. 

In ministering to others I have always been very com-
fortable with what we have come to call word of knowl-
edge. Word of knowledge for me is where I experience 
knowledge about someone that I would have no way of 
knowing other than by divine revelation. In sharing words 
of knowledge it is important that you don’t add, embellish, or 
take away from what you sense. Share what you have and let 
God work with the person from there! 

Words of knowledge can come to you in several ways. 
Sometimes I feel something in a part of my body and I realize 
someone is dealing with an is- sue in that same part of their 
body. At times I have a quick “mental glimpse” of some-
thing. At other times I internally hear a word. It is never a sentence, rarely a phrase, usually just a word: back pain, kidneys, 
right eye, or something like that. I don’t try to understand it or expand it; I simply share the part of the body the person is 
dealing with and lead them in prayer. 

Since there are many ways to administer these gifts there is no right or wrong way. The right way is the way that is effec-
tive for you. I seldom call people forward to lay hands on them; I usually pray for them where they are, but occasionally God 
will impress me to call someone forward. 

My use of the gifts was developed in street ministry. I shared words of knowledge on a street corner before I ever shared 
them at an altar. They look very different when expressed in the real world than they do in a church setting. I believe it’s the 
mystical expression of the gifts in church that has kept them isolated from the world. Let’s face it: it’s hard to prophesy in 
Wal-Mart the same way it’s usually done in church. It would probably get you a trip to your local mental ward! 

One of the greatest differences when applied in the real world is the necessity to do so with humility. In the world we sub-
mit these impressions to those we seek to serve. We never do it in arrogance or showmanship. The gifts are manifestations of 
God’s love and character. It is God expressing Himself through us. Every aspect of that expression must demonstrate the char-
acter of God. 

There is no truly safe way to launch out in the gifts. All you can do is begin to humbly submit the impression you have. So 
many times I begin a conversation with something like, “Is there something going on with your back today?” That can imme-
diately blossom into a ministry opportunity. Sometimes God gives me something very clear and definitive. When He does I 
share accordingly. As you allow God to move through you, you will become more confident in His ability to use you and 

more absolute in your awareness of His love for everyone!
