SUMMER

This sorrowful tale, with its bittersweet music, comes to mind in this season when 
Christians reflect on the moral life. The modem age, or any age for that matter, has not 
been happy with the Christian view of sin. Critics in and out of the church claim it is too 
negative. Optimistic rationalists argue that our misdeeds are errors in judgment, based on 
wrong information or the emotions. Others see the self pressured by external forces, be it 
spiritual demons or social forces (the family version is the kids down the block). A medical 
model suggests that we are mentally ill, having lost the capacity for rational, free choice and 
subject to compulsive behavior.

"A Sacred Trust: The Public Role of Religious 
Buildings" is the title of the 1994 Cook Lecture to be presented 
in Santee Chapel on Thursday, April 7,7:30 p.m. Robert Jaeger 
of Partners for Sacred Places (Philadelphia) will discuss the 
historical and architectural roots of the Lark Building. Professor 
Rochelle Stackhouse, adjunct instructor in Worship and 
Preaching at Lancaster, will comment on the liturgical 
implications of the design of Santee Chapel, including its 
relation to Mercersburg liturgical theology. The two will offer 
responses to each other and to 
questions from those attending. The 
lecture is open to our community 
and the public without cost

There is some truth in all of these theories, but the Christian view is unrelenting in its 
insistence that the problem is not tn lack of data, external forces, or the loss of freedom. 
The problem is ultimately in our willingness to love ourselves more than we ought, to allow 
pride to cloud our vision, to refuse the knowledge that might lead to a correct judgement, 
or to bring upon ourselves compulsory behavior that is destructive. In the end the Christian 
view is moral and not rational: if we could explain why we engage in so much self­
destructive behavior we would not do it. After all, it does not make sense to destroy 
ourselves.

It is not, as some 
would argue, in the power of the church to take advantage of human frailty. We are again 
drawn to recognize that we love ourselves more than we ought and are willing to do harm 
to the very things that we claim we value. Such is the beginnings of self-knowledge and 
repentance. No wonder Bach could entitle a prelude: "O Mortal, Bewail Thy Grievous Sin."

Herein lie many levels of deception: each soldier seeks to deceive his friend’s love, 
without anticipating the effects of success. Each is confident that his love will remain true, 
though this confidence is as much based on arrogance about oneself. There is also a 
confidence, which grows into rivalry, that each will be able to win the other woman’s love. 
These deceptions are ultimately forms of self-deception: each assumes he can succeed 
without harming his friend or the friend’s romance, or without himself being compromised. 
When staged as a farce in elaborate 18th century costumes, these dimensions are muted by 
comedy. But when staged in contemporary dress, without interruptions of applause, with 
close up camera and taken seriously by the cast, the story takes on tragic proportions. It is 
no longer aimed at women alone but becomes a study of human motivation.

The Rev. Geneva Butz, 
pastor of Old First Reformed 
Church (UCC) in Center City 
Philadelphia, will be on campus 
Wednesday, March 16, from 10:00 
a.m. to 12:15 p.m. to meet with 
students who are interested in a 
summer position coordinating a 
youth employment program for 12 
to 15 urban teens (ages 12 to 15) 

from June 15 through August 26. She will be available on 
Lower Level Lark.

The position includes job recruitment in businesses in 
the neighborhood of the church, interviewing and orienting the 
young applicants, scheduling and assigning youth to each 
position, providing secondary supervision of teens during the 
employment period and evaluating and celebrating the 
achievements of each young person at the end of the program. 
This is a live-in position as part of a five-person staff which 
also rotates responsibility for a youth hostel in the church soci 
hall during the evenings. There is regular supervision provid 
by the Rev. Butz and selected church members. The position is 
very rich in opportunities for learning about pastoral care, 
youth ministry, urban ministry, community life and even 
worship.

Several years ago a new musical director staged three of Mozart’s operas in modem dress 
for TV. One was Cosi Fan Tutte. This opera is usually staged as a farce, but even as such 
it is hard to endure. The premise is that women are fickle. Two soldiers, in love with two 
sisters, object to such a claim. A wager is therefore made with a third party. Each soldier 
will attempt, under disguise, to seduce the other’s betrothed. Each is confident that his love 
will remain true, but equally confident that he, because of his irresistible powers, will be 
able to win the other woman’s love.
