You have 
come at one of t1rn crisis times in our institutional year. rrhis is the 
time of yaar rrhen stuc1ents find themselves under a variety of pressures 
from classes, jobs, relationships, time uwnagement, and community life. 
This is the time uhen students 2.re seeking a relief from the pressures 
by venting some anger at seemingly unrelated issues. Constant grum­
blings begin to grorr into a vague sense of dissatisfaction uith the 
situations and circumsto.nces each individual is confronted ui th here on 
campus. Articuliation of the sense of dissatisfaction is generally 
directed at the authority sy,stem to i:rhich each of us has willingly sub­
j ectec:_ ours elves to, the eclministra.tion of the Seminary. Stuc~1.:mts 
begin to see ac'.versaries, and begin to choos0 sides offer even the most 
ins:lBgnificant topics. As time p8sses, houever, Christmas brings its 
,sIJiri t of good cheer and the rumblli.ngs of malcontent once again fac[e 
into the recesses of the mind until the mid-point of next semester. 

As a rule, .Serainarians are loosely clivi-decl into three categories, 
Junior,s, l!iclcllers, and ,Seniors. 'l1lrn Junior class has enterc;d this fall 
fil~~c'. r.ri t:i the ,Spirit of their incli viclual cc-1lling ancl have spent tho 
majority of -cl1eir struggle here 2_t Seminary trying to reconcile their 
J_;Jarticular calling Hi U1 the corporate vision of ';mini,stry•; uhich is 
promotecl by their peers ancl the ,Seminary comrnuni ty. Do I fit in here? 
V.fi th rrhom Llo I relate vell'? \:/ill I ba 2 good minister? 1l1hese que,s- · 
tions are uppermost in their minds. ,Some have processed t~iese questions 
and moved on to the problems of day to clay living and the CllHrntion: 
now cLlil I going to survive trrn and a half more years·? bicldlers are at 
the mid-point of their Seminary lives, having had at least a year to 
assess their calling, ancl to talrn 2.ffirmati ve oction in clirectini:s their 
education touards a c;-ro·wing seirne of ministry. Seniors see the end of 
the road in the not-too-distant future, and aro panicking in the face 
of their chosen career looming all too quickly be fore them. The seniors 
are veterans of at least tno year.s here, and lean to1:rarcts tolerance 
for the salrn of the greater goal of graduation.
