When the school bells ring out every 
autumn, young men pour into the colleg­
es and universities across our nation.

Such is the condition that exists in 
a graduate school.

There 
is little unity. Expensive lessons in 
cooperation must be bought. The price 
is not the bumps and bruises of the 
playing field, but it may prove equally 
painful.

Our Seminary family is no exception. 
It too is characterized by superficial 
divisions; but a unity of purpose is 
present. And perhaps as the middle of 
the academic year passes us it is ad­
visable to note what factors we may 
perceive which will help us attain the 
unity which we so desperately need.

It has long been the policy of this 
paper, dating back to years past, to 
serve as one unifying force in our in­
stitution. The initial editorial under 
the present staff, in a statement of po­
licy clearly affirmed that the pages of 
The Seminarian are designed to serve us 
all in whatever capacity they may. It 
was stated that the paper is the common 
possession of all. This is as true to­
day as it was then. Contributions to 
the paper from anyone at all are wel­
comed. The editor's mailbox is always 
open to letters for both publication 
and constructive criticism of the poli­
cies and practices of the editorial 
staff.
