1955 TO JANUARY 1, 1956 - AS REPORTED BY ROGER MATTER. 

For one week the campus of the Ohio University was a cosmopolitan place. Indeed, 
00 delegates of more than 400 colleges and universities and representitives of over thirty 
tions gathered for the quadrennial conference of the Student Volunteer Movement and were 
e very proof of an increasing interest and commitment of the students in the Christian 
rld Mission. The theme of the conference was ''Revolution and Reconciliation". Revolution 

a fact, the representatives of South America, Africa, Asia and Europe gave us multiple 
oofs. The problems of colonialism, the awakening of the young nations, racism, under­
veloped areas, new conflict, between Christianity and the non-Christian religions, and the 
lationship of the Christian faith to areas of rapid social change were discussed under 
idance of men and women with experiences in the field.

The vocational seminaries proved once more·that the term vocation does not only 
~ern ministers, but· also those who as Christian make a vocational ch9ice, in agriculture, 
~ation, engineering, government service, music, youth work, etc. 

Beside the very fruitful Bible study in 209 groups, we had "area forums" in which 
~ere presented the work of the churc~es in particular geographical regions, their achieve­
cs, and their failures, and their tasks after social and political changes. In thirty-
area forums we could get acquainted with.the churches a.round the world. In seventy or

The high point of the conference was the communion service at New Year's Eve, 
Lnistered by Bishop Hobson of the Episcopal Church, and assisted by a minister of the 
>t Coptic Church, several ministers of India (source of the Syrian Orthodox Church), and 
iese and African ministers. Kneeling before the altar, beside you a German Lutheran and 
lfrican, receiving the holy sacraments from the hand of a Chinese was the joyful reality 
L realized communion in Christ in which all denominational, racial, national differences 
.eh. After this experience, which was a high point in our life, a French friend told me, 
tave experienced what means 1 I believe in the holy universal Church, the communion of 
Lts. •fl I shared with him this experience!
