Per­
sons whom we have despised and shunned 
may acquire new worth in our sight.

If we think differently as a result 
of our exposure to Christmas, we will 
certainly act differently, Christmas 
ought to move us to more kindly and 
gentle treatment of others—-those with 
whom we live on intimate terms and 
those whom we call strangers. It 
should be harder than before to elbow 
others out of our way, or to stand by 
and let the weak and timid be bullied 
by the strong and arrogant. Those 
days just after we have heard the 
strains of peace and goodwill sounding 
across the centuries from Bethlehem’s 
hills ought to find us stepping brisk­
ly up to every opportunity to lend a 
helping hand or give something to a 
needy cause.

Indeed Christmas should actually 
make us look different. It did that 
to grumpy old Scrooge., of Dickens’ "A 
Christmas Carol", even though it had 
to get at him in his sleep when his 
guard was down. He looked so differ­
ent after that exposure to the Christ­
mas spirit that the folk who knew him 
best hardly recognized him. Even if 
we do not need a face-lifting as badly 
as Scrooge did, Christmas may give us 
a "new look" in the best sense of the 
term, if vre give it a chance. The 
light of faith and hope and love ought 
to shine from our eyes,, once vre let 
Christmas do to us what it can.
