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Many times in the past few weeks 
I have been questioned concerning 
the future of the Book Stere Coop­
erative and the possibility of rea­
sonable dividends in the months a- 
head. Although my college major was 
economics, I have been unable to 
satisfactorily answer this ques­
tion. Any new commercial venture is 
at the outset a gamble and subse­
quently dependent upon the accep­
tance and patronage of the public 
for its success. The benefits which 
a commercial venture can offer to 
its customers and stockholders is 
basically dependent upon one things 
the dollar volume of its sales .

Objections to the sale of books 
at flat retail rates have been made 
by various stockholders, 
voidable fact remains, 
that only by such

ter the eventual dividends for each 
member of the cooperative. Boycot­
ting does not affect myself person­
ally, since my salary is set on 
contractual x-ather than on a 
cer.tage basis. A boycott, 
dees injure the 
future success of 
Co-operative.

The members

ses and understandably 
tial expenses will decrease 
first dividends. But any business 
venture looks to growing patronage 
and growing returns in the future. 
There is no logical reason why your 
cooperative cannot look forward to 
the same sort of future growth.

If there are any concrete objec­
tions or suggestions concerning the 
operation of the Co-op they should 
be made known to the Co-op manager 
or any of the executive committee. 
These objections or suggestions 
will be properly considered at the 
monthly meetings of the executive 
committee and a definite decision 
rendered.

Your book store manager and ex­
ecutive committee are dedicated to 
the increase of your cooperative. 
This success is governed by one 
thing; the extent of your patron­
age. Our constitution prohibits the 
placing of a 10$ discount in your 
hands immediately upon the purchase 
of a Book. But, there is no reason

and at the close of each term de­
clare a reasonable dividend. Ob­
viously the Bock Store Cooperative 
could not continue to function pro­
fitably by retailing books at a 
mere fraction above cost.

There has been some undercurrent 
evident among the stockholders of 
the cooperative to boycott it at 
every opportunity. An increased in­
terest in book clubs of various 
types is in evidence this year. On 
numerous occasions I have been ac- 
cousted by students displaying so- 
called "bargains" of books, which 
they claimed were considerably 
higher in price when purchased from 
the Co-op. Often times these bar­
gains are not editions sold by the 
Co-op, but. actually paper-bound 
editions printed on a. rough edged, 
poorer grade of paper than the vol­
ume retailed by the Co-op. 
such criticism is unjustified, 
cannot escape the fact that 
book clubs offer attractive divi­
dends, but there is no reason to 
assume that the co-op could not 
match these dividends, providing 
our dollar volume 
increase.

Many down-town book stores offer 
10$ discounts on various sales. 
Anyone familiar with the merchan­
dising practices, however, will 
readily admit that this supposed 
discount is more tcian mada up by 
various retailing sales tricks. If 
this trade were to be directed to 
tne Co-op the eventual dividends 
would be well in excess of this 10$ 
i-nd it could be obtained without 
leaving the campus.

The fir-st-year Field Work plan 

has undergone extensive revision 
sine? last year. We believe the 
changes wij.l result in improved ex­
perience- 4 both for the students and 
for r.he churches they serve. The 
changes resulted from a number of 
consultations which were held last 
spring. Students, pastors, and fa­
culty -'o viewed the program in turn 
and r.heix recommendations have 
modified the plan. Here are some of 
the elements which Middlers and 
Seniors vri.ll recognize as new.

(1) Assignments are made in ad­
vance, wherever possible. Most stu­
dents received their assignments in 
August-., and many had letters from 
their pastors before seminary open­
ed.

Orientation conferences were 
held on Friday afternoon and Satur­
day morning of the opening week. On 
Friday afternoon vre reviewed the 
field work plan and examined in con­
siderable detail the responsibili­
ties students assigned to church 
school classes. On Saturday morning 
we considered the work of the Youth 
Fellowship counsellor.

(3) Pastors and students had un­
hurried conferences before that hec­
tic ir-st Sunday. Most of these con- 
fc.Ler.ee 5 took place on Saturday af­
ter-noon.

('-..' Field work seminars are held 
on the- first ; onday evening of each 
month for sharing of experiences 
and for discussion of problems that 
emerge.

(5) Each student gives to his 
field work counselor both a long 
range plan for his group and a de­
tailed plan for each session to be 
observed.

(6) Each pastor gives to the 
field work counselor a brief writ­
ten report on his student field wor­
ker. This report will help greatly 
in evaluating the student’s work.

(7) Each student also reports 
each term on his field work. In the

thought originating here at the 
Seminary. I am refering to the work 
of a student and a professor who 
with a minimum of inspiration and a 
maximum of perspiration have devel­
oped the- Athletic and the Audio- 
Visual theologies.

Last Christmas the professor an­
nounced his new ecumenical thought 
called the Athletic theology. This 
had promised to onen new vistas in 
the field of physical education. 
There was an ecumenical attempt 
last winter to make a practical ap­
plication of this new view when a 
basketball game was held between 
the men and their wives. There were 
two great difficulties about this 
activity: (1) Most observers did 
not perceive that this was a con­
crete application of the Athletic 
theology, and (2) The men lost..

There have been nemerous other 
attempts to demonstrate this Ath­
letic theology in softball and in 
football, but to no overwhelming 
success. To the informed spectator 
it appeared that the Athletic the­
ology was losing its strength.

But then the unexpected happened.
Just before the 7 & M—Dickinson 
game there appeared in front of a 
frat house a huge painting with the 
caption, "To H_ll with the Devil." 
This gave new hope to the remnant 
of athletic theologians. They ea­
gerly posed the question, "Was this 
a perverted form of their Athletic 
theology?" As they vrere pondering 
over this question, another crea­
tive mind was at work.

This new development came to 
light in a recent class discussion 
on baptism when a seminarian an­
nounced a new interpretation of the 
sacrament by calling it an audio­
visual aid. "Here," he said, "the 
word of grace is both seen and 
heard."

Speculation has grown as to the 
nature of this neo-sacramental view. 
Some believe that it is beyond ex­
istentialism, while others say that 
it will be the American answer to 
Entmythologieren (demythologizing). 
Students and teachers alike seem to 
be grasping the simplified termin­
ology* They find it helpful in 
throwing light on the most diffi­
cult theological concepts.
