to Rico, and Venezuela. We will behere in Ba~ranquilla until Sunday, 
l!ecember 23rd, Spend Christmes · L1 Panar;ie., and then return ba·~k to 
·the ate.tee through Central America and Mexico. Already there is much 
to share· with you. · · 

11 0ne of t~e subjects 'with which we e.re concerning ourselves dur­
ing the days. of our Consultation. here in Barranqullla is the respon- . 
sibility of youth in the witness of the chureh. We do not expect to · 
resolve the question; much w11i· be left unsaid. ·The question has be­
come a p:erplexing one for the teri.of us as· we have ·traveled from coun­
try-to country-. Two experiences me.y help to make clear our_ concern. 

"Qur first stop outside the·~Ui:lited States we.sat Hevana,.·Cuba. 
We· we;re housed· in the Methodist· Student Center· just 6ff the Univer~ 
sity of He.ve.na camp~E!. (A building, ··by the wey, which ·would .have put 
many of our u. s. Student Centers to shame.) The University ro.d been 
closed some several days earlier becaus~ of student uprisings on other 
parts of the island. There was a constant fear and tension in the air. 
A police c,r, ·w1ih three pcilicemen acro~s the street from theCenter 
kept a steady.eye on everythlng that was happening during our two-
de.y v1si t. Their presence became all too obvious the fir st night .. 
Wehed en .evening meeting scht;Jduled with a smell group of the univer­
sity students who hP.d not·esyet retu1"'ned to their homes, despite the 
cancelled classes. During .the course of themeeting someof us happened 
to look out the window to discover Et policeman e.rmed with a submachine 
gun staring right back in at us. Exciting? Yes. But surely rde.rm­
ing as well. Al.l. over Havnne.--all over Cube.--there e.re signs and 
pictures of Betiste.--the Dictator. One is awe.re always that this is 
his country. Heras ma.de progress in reform. and he expects to continue 
his rule! Alert yo~th e.re awe.re of the dangers in any dicte.to~ship. 

• •11 This~ then, is the question: Wht is the role of these Christian 
youth in this revolutionary·situation which now exists in Havana? 
Sueely the implications must be clear! 

"Consider ano~her experience. From Cuba. we flew to the island of 
Hai ti. . ·we witnessed quite ·a contrE1.st. From the plane we were tl"ans­
ferred to a small, box;-like bus and ·t2ken on e nine-hour (one way) 
trip into the hills and mounte.ins. Our travel was mostly over dirt 
rol'!.ds that were obviously used only by trucks e.nd by Pn occPsional 
bus. We went up e.nd dot-m such steep mounte.in slopes e.nd executed 
such sharp hair-pin curves that ~sof this writing mPny of us ~nve stlll 
not fully.recovered from the experience. But more than the method 
of travel, we shell Plways remember the sights: hoards Pnd hoards of 
people lining either side of the road, overburdened donkeys being 
forced ·out of the path of the bus, clumps of ·eight by ten thRtched roof 
huts, nf'iked children looking half-starved. We remember the filth, 
the smell, the down-right poverty which we just aren't used to and 
which is so hard for us to see. These are sights and memories '~h1ch 
we shall nu~ forget. These are sights and memories whic}l leave us 
wit'h a rather crude picture of Haiti.

n But we met e.nd talked with some C~ 1stian young people in Hai ti. 
And the question ag~in comes to mind: Whl t is the role or the respon­
sibility of Christianyouth in facing this situation in Haiti? How 
is'it possible to reach people and to change live& under these con-



ditions? How can youth witness under such circumstEmces'l 

"These are two .quite different situ~tions. But there is a basic 
question involved in both. And the questicn is one which we face as 
Christian youth in our 11'ree 1 and 'prosperous' America. Our respon­
sibility in the witness of the church within our own country seems 
such a simple te.sk when we think in terms of Havana or Port-au-Prince, 
in terms of Cuba or Haiti. A final question: What is our response 
to .such a relatively simple task?
