Who were the people engaged in eva­
ngel iam during the early years of Christ­
ianity? There were many different types 
of people involved in spreading the good 
news of Jesus Christ, The most obvious 
group of people were the a?ostles. The 
great commission, recorded in Matthew 
28, was given to the eleven disciples and 
this moved them into the area of evangel­
ism, It was up to them to continue on 
with and share the teachings of Jesus 
Christ. Backed by Jesus~ promise that 
he would be with them always, the dis­
ciples er~ cut to ell others about 
Jesus. The disciples did not leave a 
clear record of their work and it is dif­
ficult for us to understand the nature 
of their work. We know that one disciple 
was added to their number and that Paul 
also conscidered himaelf an apostle. 
These apostles carried the word of Jesus 
throughout the civilized world. 

Not only were the apostles at work 
preaching about Jesus, but there seems 
to have been a group of roving mission­
aries engaged in spreading the Gospel. 
Paul seemed a bit worried about these 
people, beca~se of their unsupervised 
nature. Some of these people were con­
sidered to be false apostles. The sin-

These informal missionaries were 
the great champions of the Christian faith 
Michael Green suggests, "Christianity was 
from its inception a lay movement, and so 
it continued for a remarkably long time."
