- regarding counseling' services provided to seminarians by CPDM:’ ;

1. Counseling hours provided full time M. Div. or M.A. R. candidates are free -
through the flfth hour used in an academic year (September 1 - May 15), after

which a charge ge of $25.00 per hour must be-billed. (We will work with you to ob;aih

payment for this from your Conference, Assoc1at10n, etc. No person will be denied
1help for lack of cash but we must bill you after the fifth hour )

2. All persons who are not ‘qualified under the above .provision for-free time will

'be billed $25,00 an hour. This eliminates free services to family members, et.al.
(Again, we shall assist in finding money: to cover bllls 1f you request such
assistance.)
3. These provisions, of course, apply only to counseling time; they do not apply
to administrative 1nterv1ews (e g-. regardlng collegium) for which there is never
a charge.
