Wednesday, Nov. 1, is Medical Aid 
for Indochina Day on tho c::impus of 
Lancaster Thcolo~ic3l Soninary. On that 
day, hopefully, members of the semina.ry 

community will respond to tho urgent 
medical need of tho Indochinese. 
iit this vr.iting, 43 boarding students 
( LTS and F&M ) h3VO pledged to fast 
on Nov. 1, and thereby rccicTo a 
refund on their food plan, a refund 
which will be contributed to MAI. All 
other persons associated with tho semin­
ary, administration, faculty, staff, 
and nonboarding students, arc like wise 

asked to fast thClt day,and contri­
bute an average day's food cost to MAI. 

As tho number of American cas­
ualiti8s, rcsultig from tho war 
h·::is decreased, tho f.._;rocity of the air 
war being wcigcd a:J,ainst tho Indochinese 
h~s increased dramatically. Indeed, in 
the time which it has taken to 't-..TI'ito 

this articalo, 120 tons of bombs ho.vo >€ 

fallen on southeast Asia. MAI is a 
very concrete response to this des­
truction. It is also a very human 
response to other medical assistance 
to those being bombed in our name. 

As we fast Nov. 1, for tho people 
of Indochina, we will be able to re­

flect upon our responsibilities to the-ii 
as 'lergy, seminarians, and students. 
If wo admit next Wed. the humanity 
of those pe oplo, we shnll be for cc d to 
recognize tho inhumanity of what is bo:rb. 
being done to them. Perhaps contribu­
tioMng funds to tho purchase of 
medical supplies, textbooks, and oquiP-

mont for tho Indochinese can be tho bg 
beginning of +.ho end of, our own indif­
orenco insensibility and inhumanity. 
If so, tho physical wounds of tho 
Indochinese and tho spiritual wcunds 
of tho .Americans wiJl begin to be healed.

EXPERIMENTAL "JANUARY-UNIT" 

The Field of Church Life and Werk is em­
barking on an experimental "January-Unit" 
to be inaugurated in January, 1973, 
Briefly it is an attempt to integrate our 
field. All of us are aware that our 
several departments in this Field inter­
lace or inter-mesh with one another, and 
our intention is to furthG~ the awareness 
of this movement. Accordingly we will 
plan for a series of seminars or conferen­
ces involving all students now ~aking 
courses in our Field, to be conducted 
during the two weeks in January for ~hich 
class hours are assigned, We have ascer­
tained that upwards of 55 students are 
involved, We presently contemplate some 
"case method" approach as adevice to ful­
fill our hope of increasing the sense of 
integration, Shortly we will want to m~~t 
with students to flesh out this proposed 
structure, This means, in a practical 
way, that all classes in our Field will 
come to an end at the Christmas Recess, 
Class sessions in January will be arran­
ged, involving all students in this Field, 
so as not to conflict with other classes 
in other Fields, Our study of the class 
schedule makes it apparent that such an 

few of the prof es~ors have eome for:­
ward to help out, Why· is this yea~ so 
different frnm last year? Do we have , 
less t~me this year than we did last 
year? I hope not. 

In a seminary the size of this one, 
we need all the support we can get from 
all sides of the community, Are we so 
sure of ourselves that w~ don•t need to 
gather and worship God around His table? 
We are all creatures who must share our 
needs with God. We cannot get away from 
that fact. 

It is my hope that we can once again 
come together as a spiritual community 
to find strength and fellowship together 
through Him who has called us together 
and into His service, For this is meet 
and right so to do; it is our bounden 
duty to meet in eucharist -- in thanks­
giving as His people.
