ON WORK WITH ALBERT SCHWEITZER 

Showing·a film on Albert Schweitzer's 
work at Lambarene, the 'Rev. George A. 
Creitz, pastor of First United Church of 
Christ in Easton, Pa., addressed aVital 
Issues meeting of the Society of Inquiry 
on Wednesday, May 4. 

For three years Mr. Creitz spent part 
of his summers workingwith Dr. Schweitzer 
at the hospital in French Equatorial 
Africa. Although his official duties in­
cluded teaching English and acting as a 
guide for vis.itors, Mr. Creitz often had 
opi)ortunities to talk with Dr.Schweitzer 

· on world issues arid theological problems. 
The visits. to Lambarene were a gift 

from the Easton Congregation, first pre­
sented to Mr. Creitz on his 25th anniver­
sary in the church in 1956. On one Occa­
sion a Jewish group in Easton added the 
gift of a side trip to Israel.

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'TI1E ALTAR

Sigmund Freud said that much about an 

individual's personality could be learn­
ed simply listening to him talk. Let's 
apply Freud's supposition to some of the 
conversations you recall among seminary 
students. Can we learn anything about 
them by analyzing their conversations? 
Is it not true that a continual theme of 
our sessions stamps us as sinners? 

I refer to the sin or worry, the sin 
of unnecessary anxiety, the sin which 
makes us repeat again and again, "Oh! I 
wonder if 1 111 ever get this semester's 
assignments completed?" 

Do you question whether this attitude 
is a sin or not? Whatever name you attach 
to it, it boils down to the fact that it 
is contrary to the way Jesus lived. If 
anyone had the right to be anxious, it 
was Jesus when he stood before Pilate. 
And yet, as we read the gospel account 
we can almost feel the composure, the 
trust that Jesus had that the Father was 
always with him. 

This feeling of utter dependence upon 
Godis one of the primary characteristics 
of Jesus' life. He had fought the battle 
through in his bout with Satan. He came 
out of the wilderness with the will to 
serve no one but his Father, and with 
that decision came a certain inner calm 
and peace. 

When we fret ourselves with the tasks 
of this life to the extent that we worry 
unnecessarily, we show a lack of trust 
in God as our constant companion and 
guide. To run before God and be alone in 
our predicaments, instead of waiting to 
walk with Hirn, is not unique to seminary 
students. Fear and anxiety of some form 
makes its way into every sphere of life. 
It is a task of the Church to teach that, 
"In returning and rest shallye be saved; 
In quietness and in confidence shall be 
your strength" (Isaiah JO:l5b). 

The antidote for injurious worry is 
the imitation of Cbrist's . complete de­
pendence on the ever present God. 

Faith indeed tells what the senses do 
not tell, but not the contrary of what 
they see. It is above them and not 
contrary to them.

THE DIASPORA CHURCH 

This is a seminary, a place where stu­
dents get existentially involved in the 

.·problems of exegesis, fcrm criticism, 
analysis and synthesis, the sacred lang­
uages, and proper footnoting. This is 
the place where men and wcoen come to be 
better equipped to spread the word, the 
GOOD word. 

Across the avenue is a college, a 
place where students of a supposedly 
other calling also are involved in aca­
demic problems. In a sense, we can look 
down at them from our perches atop a 
stack of commentaries, printed in both 
English and the sacred languages, et af, 
and derogatorily label them members of 
the diaspora church. 

Here we become involved in the vital 
issues of the scholars, the debates be­
tween Barth and Brunner, the views of 
Cullman and Bultmann, word and sacrament, 
preaching and liturgy. 

There we see evidence of a resnonse 
to a call for action. Recently $500 was 
raised to aidnegro students expelled from 
college in Alabama for sit-in demonstra­
tions. Also, about So students and faculty 
members have organized a social action 
group on campus. The group is founded 
on the belief that members of a college 
community should be aware of crucial 
moral issues, confront themwith intelli­
gence and information, and act upon their 
considered decisions. The purpose is 
both to inform and to act. 

Theyare currently most concerned with 
the problems of integration, but are or­
ganized to work on other issues as· the 
time demands. Some members are vitally 
concernedwith germ warfare and arms race. 

Here we get the Word; we are informed 
scholars. There the Word becomes incar­
nate; they are called to action. 

There are only three kinds of persons; 
those who serve God, having found Him; 
others who are occupied in seeking Him, not 
having found Him; while the remainder live 
without seeking Him, and withouthaving 
found Him. The first are reasonableand 
happy, the last are foolish and unhapDy; 
those betweenare unhappy and reasonable.
