If Rabbi Roubey is 
correct in assuming that anti-Jew­
ish prejudice stems from this dis­
torted Christian account of the 
passion, then it becomes our res­
ponsibility as Christian leaders to 
be the leavening counter-balance. 
But the roots of modern prejudice 
look deeper and more complex: 
Christians and non-Christians alike 
feel that Jews are sly business­
men with an in-group consciousness 
at the expense of Gentiles.

In the place where my wife, my 
son and I were, very little work had 
been done among the youth previous­
ly. The challenge and the needs are great, so in order to be better 
able to do this work I applied to 
the World Council of Churches for a 
scholarship, and so I landed in Lancaster. My wife and our little 
boy had to be left in Norway unfor­
tunately, and this is, of course, 
the greatest drawback with this 
story.
You can imagine that it was quite 

a transition for me to come to the 
New World. It was no easy job to 
orient myself in a totally new en­
vironment with another language, 
another culture, an unknown church 
organization and often a foreign 
way of thinking and acting.

My first transition was from our 
system of free study to your sem­
inary system. It was a transition 
from the distance there is between 
an European professor and the stu­
dent, and the formalism which you 
soon would recognize in the 
Old World. It has really been 
a wonderful experience for me to be 
in the Seminary Family. I felt the 
warm welcome from everybody, both 
professors and students, and it was 
not difficult to feel at home, 
is very easy to become acquainted 
with Americans.

REVIEWS EASTER (co^n^) 
that he pictured Jesus totally in 
this sense, for in Jesus the hero­
ic also is portrayed, in all its 
awesome reality. The Jewish fear 
to splice Jesus with the monotheis­
tic unity of the Godhead is under­
standable. Yet Christians affirm 
that Jesus is the full blossoming 
of God’s revelation—that in Jesus, 
we have the human, but also the di­
vine. Basically, of course, it be­
comes a theological problem with 
which Christian and Jewish scholars must contend.

Rabbi Roubey’s closing remark, 
claiming religion to be "ideas" and 
not so much "institutions", is con­
fusing. Jew.and Christian both a- 
gree that God acts in history, and 
reveals himself to men. But at 
this point the rabbi became philo­
sophical and ignored the historical 
implication. He stressed, in ef­
fect, the genuineness of all world 
religions which seek after God. 
Rabbi Roubey had had time he might 
have modified this apparent paradox 
—for the Old Testament at no point 
divides the "idea" from the "insti­
tution". In. fact, one of the un­
ique characteristics of Judaism is 
its indivisible compound of the two 
concepts concerning religion. 
Christianity affirms this philoso­phy of history.

That Rabbi Roubey left an impact 
on the seminary cannot be denied; 
that he correctly pled for Jewish 
understanding and not prejudice a-
