Butooooit does point for all of us 
a moral, to whit, the place to which 
it is possible for a clergyman to fall 
as a result of his prejudices. Christ­
ian preaching, the voice of the Chu­
rch, Protestant especially, becomes no 
more than the crass mud-slinging of 
the political arena. When used in this 
way it becomes a "smear" campaign. 
This isn’t good, and the blame, it oc­
curs to me, isn’t all in one place., 
Legion are we of the Protestant minis­
try who energetically dislik' the Ro­
man Catholics or the sects. Possibly 
we have good reason, perhaps not. But 
certainly ws do not dislike to the 
point of such personalized hatred as 
breathes out of the above incident. Wa 
may disagree with policy and doctrine 
in the other branches of the Church, 
but we need have cause to remember the 
beliefs which we are supposed to pre­
ach. One of the chief among these is 
the tolerant unity of Christians in 
the headship of Christo We are pledged 
to a policy of furthuring peace throu­
gh our doctrine of the brotherhood of 
mano How can wa hope to preach this to 
the people if we, the clergy, cannot 
refrain from name calling?

After all, wa are all Christians 
We simply de- not all travel the same 
road toward our single destination., 
Now, along every road there are sign­
posts. The road toward brotherhood is 
crowded with these because it is full 
of hairpin curves. Signposts, as any 
driver well knows, serve one of two 
functions; they either point direct­
ions, or give warnings.
