ANSWER TO L£TTEf< - CONT'D 
need and demand for chaplains is it 
not logical that the Air Force en­
deavor to train its own?

It was stated in the letter that 
a chaplain’s effectiveness was de­
pendent on his relations with the 
C.O. On the contrary, the chaplain 
has no strings placed upon him by 
the C.O. other than the reasonable 
demands of training schedules or 
combat expediency....a preacher's
effectiveness is often limited by 
an over-dominant consistory.
