Realizing that we are 
unable to assume full respon­
sibility, the representatives 
of the twp groups agreed that 
we could serve as a sub-station 
if another larger and less tran­
sient group could take the chief 
roles of organization and devel­
opment. 

At an: emergency meeting of 
the seminary communi;try Monday 
evening, some commitments of 
support were expressed. There 
were f ifteen1 in attendance at 
this meeting. We sincerely hope 
this was rrot the magnitude of our 
total response! We hear a lot of 
"talk" about the needs of our 
community and the importance off 
being socially active. It is not 
evident, however, that a lot of 
us know the meaning of social 
serv,ice and social action beyond 
demonstrations or rallies. Thi1s 
is a chance to actively get in­
volved. It is a social service 
which would bring joy to thou­
sands of underprivileged chil­
dren who might not otherwise en­
joy the celebration of Christ's 
birth as much as more fortunate 
children do. 

The involvment requires 
the commitment of a certain 
number of hours per week toward 
working on toys right here at 
the seminary. We need to pledge 
our support to the controlling 
group with the assurance that 
we will meet our commitments. 
So don't sign up for more than 
you can contribute. But neither 
should you hold back any time 
which you can off er to this 
worthwhile social service. The 
program will run from now until 
December 17. We have heard the 
pleas and complaints (and we've 
made a few ourselves, i.e. the 
Junior's September presentation). 
Let us see if we can back up our 
claims to social consciousness 
with a concrete response!

REACTION 

The students of LTS now 
have a voice, though no vote, 
in the general meetings of the 
seminary's Board of Trustees. 
Indications pointing in this 
direction could be seen last 
year, when students investigat­
ed the financial investment · 
policies of the seminary as a 
class project. The establishing 
of a committee on student af­
fairs by the Board is yet an­
other step. The committee is 
chaired by the Rev. Wm. Arnold, 
pastor of St. Peter's UCC only 
a block from our campus. He is 
enthusiastic about his role, 
which he sees as "The youth 
movement of the Board. " He is 
alone, however, for the reamin­
der of his committee members are 
living at distances as far away 
as Chicago. In addition, there 
is a lack of young blood on the 
board. The philosophy of wisdom 
coming with age is widely ac­
cepted by the body. 

Some of my reactions to 
the meeting itself are already 
evident by my comments above. 
Allow me to add a few notes 
here. As would be expected, 
much of the work is carried 
out in committees. I met with 
Bill Arnold last summer to talk 
about his "committee. 11 Last 
week then, eear the end of the 
meeting of the Board itself, we 
had our chance to report. I am 
not sure anyone heard us - after 
all, it was a long day! Numer­
out- gentlemen made an "effort" 
to introduce themselves by in­
forming me of their names. To 
them, this is getting to know 
the students for whom they 
make decisions and confer 
degrees. 

The highlight of the after­
noon came when a debate broke 
out over the issue of exchang­
ing the old BD degrees for the 
M.Div. If our emphasis is real­
ly pastoral ministry, the con­
ferring of degrees -- not to 
mention the exchanging of them-­
seems to be a silly gimmick for 
getting students to sbbmit to 
the educational process. (cont.) 

And yet it is specifically in this 
conferring of degrees the Board 
attains its biggest reward. They 
need to get their eyes off that 
piece of paper so they could see the 
person they are handing it to. 

After leaving the meeting, I 
had to be hunted down in an effort 
of the Board to retrieve a 
financial document which had been 
passed to me in the course of the 
day. Someone must have become very 
nervous seeing those sheets of 
paper in my hand. 

As a final comment, let me 
announce to you that there are 
about ten vacant seats on the 
Board. ~here are movements 
though small -- to seat students 
or young ministers. I do not think 
we shall be invited, however, with­
out first exerting some pressure.

i~XPEHIEJ.JCING PHILADELPHIA 

Philadelphia has long been 
known as the "City of Brotherly Love". 
It became extremely evident during 
the Junior class visit there, that 
regardless of its tradition Phila­
delphia today has its problems. How 
is the Church involved with these 
problems? What does it mean to min­
ister in an urban setting? Is the 
urban Church accomplishing its min­
istryi We need to take a good hard 
look at these questions as we will 
someday be involved directly or in­
directly with urban problems. 

We arrived in Philadelphia 
after a frustrating sojourn on the 
infamous Schuylkill Expressway and 
we were immediately immersed in the 
problems of urbania. During the or­
ientation by Bob Strommen, Metropol-
i tian Minister for Penn Southeast 
Conference, we discovered that Phil­
adelphia is distinctly divided along 
racial lines. So distinct were 
these divisions that a given street 
often marked the separation of the 
Black, Italian, Spanish, and White 
communities. Thus the major problem,· 
for the city and the church is rac­
ial. Another problem of major concern 
is poverty and all the resulting 
problems such as poor housing, crime, 
drug abuse and gang warfare. These 
are the major problems which confront 
the church in Philadelphia. The major 
question now is how does the church 
respond to these problems? 

We find many churches in trans­
ition because of the rapidly changing 
racial boundaries, especially.for Blacks. 
As Blacks become more affluent they 
begin to immigrate to neighborhoods 
such as Germantown, a formerly all 
White community. At this point such 
as Woodcrest UCC must redefine their 
ministry in terms of the changing 
neighborhood. This particular church 
in Germantown is still searching to 
find its new ministry although it has 
opened its doors to the coID.t~unity. 

Other churches find ministry in 
terms of social action and still others 
find their own past to be more im­
portant than social change. Calvery 
UCC, a Black church, and Christ UCC, 
a Spanish church, both find their 
ministry in terms of social action. 

They are involved in such programs 
as day care for pre-school children, 
halfway houses for inmates on parole, 
guidance and recreation for youth, a 
nutrition program for pregnant teen-
age girls, adult education classes and 
in ad0ition operate food and clothing 
banks. Both of these churches are 
located in a slum community. On the 
other hand we find Old First Church 
spending a half million dollars to 
restore their f'ormer church building 
in a community ''Tith a ghetto only a 
few blocks up the street. At the sa.me 
time this church has very little out­
reach into the community. I wonder if 
Old First can really justify this spend­
ing while showing little or no social 
concern for the community. 

As one can see some of the church­
es have accepted the challenge of the 
city while others sit by indifferently. 

.One new organization which brings new 
hoFe for Philadelphia is Metropolitian 
Associates of Philadelphia or :MAP. It 
serves as a resource center to bring 
about institutional change through lay 
efforts. MAP has the potential of 
being a very valuable resource for the 
church and the comrm.inity. 

Besides this academic inquiry 
several of us found ourselves making 
serious inquiries such as "Can I 
borrow a dollar?", HHave we been left 
behind again?" But then it seems that 
such profound inquiry only displays 
man's quest for knowledge. 

The Philadelphia experience gave 
us some insight into the problems of 
urban America and the urban church. 
Hopefully we will accept these chal­
lenges and never give up the quest 
for answers l
