I do want to express a word of 
regret that you published an un­
signed articlo. I think this is a 
fairly dangerous precedent for a 
paper that wants to stir controver­
sial subjects, debates, otc. all 
sorts of excesses which actually 
contribute littlo to discussion of 
the issues can creop in through the 
poison pen approach. 

Responsible criticisn always en­
tails tho willingness of tho critic 
to stand behind his criticisn. So, 
like any free press, bo as contro­
versial as tho situation donands, 
but also, as oditors, insist tha~ 
tho critiquo carried in your pages 
bo rosponsiblo by insisting that 
the critic sign his articles. If 
thero is fear of unjust reprisal, 
if tnere is stifling of criticisn, 
then let this in itself becone an 
issue for a free press.

The aroma of coffee drifted in 
the air. Charts of resources had 
been accumulated. Some writing still 
spotted the walls, while other papers 
cluttered the table. The work was · 
about over; or just beginning; or may­
be it was all just a game. 

After subjecting ourselves to a 
series of filtering processes, we 
became aware of our basic role in the 
task. We were involved, contributing 
with enthusiasm toward what we were 
doing, and at the same time knowing 
that we were being useful. 

The above setting was a motivation­
al dynamics workshop, led by Tom Brown 
from the Career Center, and sponsored 
by the Uni.son Center of Lancaster. 
Brown summarized the day by emphasizing 
how we often beco:ne bound by the nty­
ranny of the 'shouldrn-therefore, 
"You should do so-Jiething, because • • • " 
(and then are added a string of ration­
alizations which make no logical sense). 

In motivational dyn~mics the pro­
cess is reversed. One must first turn 
to himself to see what is turning him 
on. Then one must ask what needs doing 
in order to give hi-:'! a bigger chance to 
use his abilities (taking into consider­
ation what turns him on). 

Unison of Lancaster and the Career 
Center both projected their presence on 
campus through the workshop. They h.ave 
demonstrated here and in other realms 
their ability to contribute to the task 
of the seminary.
