Each year as a part of our Christian
stewardship responsibilities the semirary
‘community under the leadershlp of the
Society of Inquiry sponsors a project that
will enable us to put into practlce some
of the things +hat we try to preach This
year it was the feelmg of the Benevolent
- Project Committee that we should attempt
not only to show our concern beyond the
borders of our community but to extend
our Christian concern to other countr1es
if poss1ble. '

Since there is a shortage of funds to -
carry on the work of the Church in the
foreign mission fields, it was the opinion
of many students that we should focus our
attention and support in this area. In

‘talking with Dr. Bartholomew about the
ways in which we could fulfill our plans,
we discovered that Miss Amy Chan, an

outstanding student of Hong Kong, China,}

was interested in coming to the States and}
in continuing her studies -in the field of
Christian Education. However, she is
unable to do so because she lacks the
necessary funds for transportation. She
has been offered a scholarship from
‘Lancaster Seminary, but-in order to accept
this she first has to get here. =

The Benevolent Project Committee,
realizing that this indeed is an excellent
opportunity for our seminary community,
recommended to .the Society of Inquiry
Executive Council that we undertake as
our .Stewardship program a drive to bring
Miss Chan to America; this was approved,
and the Lenten Season has been desig-
nated for the period in which we will raise
the necessary funds. Each person will "
have opportunities to contribute through

the offerings that will be taken each
Wednesday in the morning worship
service; a box will also be placed in the
administration building to receive
donations. All checks should be made
out to the Society of Inquiry.

A few remarks have been made about
the competion between the two projects.
But be realistic, should Christians
compete ? They. should work together if

EDITORIAL

With the Library Challenge Fund
entering the second phase of its program,
' its appeal is directed to more and more
people in the church. It seems proper at

this time to offer comment on an intangible

but none the less real element in the

campaign: the "image® of the seminary.
In each packet given to a worker for

the campaign is an information sheet

from the president, in which he urges that

people visit the seminary. We all know
the old adage that seeing is believing,

and if.these people will visit the seminary

our needs can be made more apparent,

But what will these people see?
More than a building, they will see us,
as students. The final success (or
failure) of any visit might well depend on
the students which they meet. As the
weather gets warmer people may easily
stop while out on a weekend drive, Is
it too much to ask that students be
friendly with any strangers they might
see on campus ?

Introduce yourself and offer assist-
ance. If buildings are locked, keys are

available. 1If you are busy, find some one

else who is not. .

More than buildings, a person will
remember the people that he meets. But
buildings and grounds are important too.
While there are students who are paid to
look after the campus, they cannot do e

everything at once. The stairwells in the
apartments are now being taken care of in -
-8 way which points this up. Could we not

extend the same kind of concern to the
quadrangle and the driveway area? The

idea of a "litterbug" need not be reserved

simply for public roads and parks.

These are ways in which the students

can help. The administration too might
be enlisted. The choir takes to the local
church some small part of the seminary
each time it gives a concert: The choir
gowns are in terrible shape. A minor

detail only until someone notices it, then

what can the choir member say about it?"
These are but small matters. They
are easy to overlook in a big campaign

such as"the present one. But upon such
small things, larger ones are often
decided.

NOTHING BUT A MAN -

Nothing But a Man is certainly a
picture worth seeing. Perhaps the most
valuable aspect of the movie is the way
in which it enables the viewer to closely
identify with a. Negro. . One wonders,
‘after seeing this, how it is possible for.
the Negro not to hate the white person,

The story concerns Duff, a young
Negro man in a Southern town who gives
up.a transient job on the railroad, to
marry the daughter of a clergyman., He
takes a job in.a lumber yard but refuses
to bow to the white men there. This
causes his release and subsequent in=~
ability to find another position. A trip to
the city to find employment as a means of
escape does not prove to be the answer,
and so he returns to the small community
where his wife and family remain. '

A search for acceptance as a person
which is Duff's quest, is not limited only
to the Negro but is true of all men. Even
though his peers aré not men, Duff will
not settle for less than manhood. Al-
though he certainly does have courage,
there is a lack of necessary support from
his peers, and one wonders whether
crucifixion is not . the only possible
alternative open for the future,

Feeling the weight of the burden upon
the negroes' shoulders as the "stupid"
white man calls him names and looks
upon him as dirt, it is easy to see why
the Negro has turned to eschatological
religion.as an escape from this world,,
transferring his hopes to the next. This
can be seen in the emotionalism present
in the religion of Negroes of this movie,
Perhaps the person to be pitied most i3
the Negro.clergyman, who sells himself
out to the white men. Thank goodness,
we as-clergymen, are not like this man
and sell ourselves and the Gospel.-out for
a bag of gold.

. A final point to be made involves the
assumption by most white men that
acceptance of:the Negro is contingent-.
upon his conformity to the White Anglo~
Saxon Protestant image. Rather should
not the Negro find his identity in his

Pastor Young will speak on the history of
the Negro American; and present back-
ground information that can promote )
interracial appreciation and understanding.

A worship service will be held at
8:00 p.m. in the Santee Chapel. Immedi-
ately following, the Seminary women will
hold their regularly scheduled business
meeting. Pastor Young's presentation
will follow the business meeting, be-
ginning at 8:45, in Room 2 of the
Administration Building.

Mr. Young was born in Aliquippa, in
Northwestern Pennsylvania. After com-
pleting high school at Hopewell Township
High School he entered Geneva College,
Beaverfalls, Pennsylvania. Pastor Young
earned a B,A, degree in Education and
Liberal Arts. He entered Temple
University Seminary in Philadelphia.

After his marriage to Thelma Adderley, he
set up permanent residence in Philadelphia.

Pastor Young taught in the Phila-
delphia public schools for ten years.
During this time he worked on the city's
Crime Prevention Board. He served as
supervisor in the Youth Study Center, and
he taught swimming during the summer
for the Recreation Department of
Philadelphia. Pastor Young also super-
vised the swimming program for the
Cerebral Palsy Association of Philadelphia.

The Reverend Mr., Young is now an
ordained minister for the Church of God
in Christ, He was appointed pastor of
Ray's Temple Church in Lancaster in
1963. Under his guidance, the present
congregation was able to move from an
inadequate site at 505 North Street to its
present location at 416 Chester Street.

Barbara's talk covered two main con=-

cerns important to the new pastor's wife.

First she presented her methods of getting | -

to know the people of the congregation
and then her suggestions concerning
church involvement of the wife. Her
remarks wer e interspersed with questxons
from the women.

; Barbara began by suggesting that
wives should not wait for people in the ’
congregation to talk to them first; they '
should do the talking. Remember people's
names and get families related was more °
advice.

: "PACE " QUICKENS

Thirty-three chlldren, some ac-—
companied by their parents, attended the
opening session of PACE on Saturday
morning, February 27, at Faith United
Church of Christ. - The youngsters re-
presented both Negro and white races,
every area of the city, and all levels of
the social spectrum.

Adults interested in PACE, the Pro-
gram for American Cultural Enrichment,
took part in a panel discussion headed

- by. the Rev. Percel O, Alston, program
leader; Paul Westermeyer, PACE plann~
ing committee chairmen; and Mrs. Grady
Jackson, recruitment co-chairman,

Songs, picture displays, and get-
acquainted activities were featured in
the children's session, which was con=-
ducted by Mrg. May Alston, with the
assistance of the Rev. Allen E. Kroehler.

An extensive picture display was
set up by William Fenstermacher in the
church fellowship hall, where the
children met. Portraits of Negroes who
have made outstanding contributions to
American culture, a picture series
depicting interracial groups of children,
and books pertinent to the theme of PACE
were shown.

The objective of PACE, as formulated

by Mr. Alston and the planning committee,

is to bring together a cross-section of
the city's fifth-and six~graders and their
parents in order to: - (1) discover the vital
part the Negro American has played in our
history; (2) explore little-known but
important events:in our local and national
past; (3) share experiences in learning.
These gnals werae outlined by the
Society of Inquiry, the Association of
Seminary Women, and the Fellowship of
the Committed, in planning for a "freedom
school" which would add the perspective
of Negro achievements to the areas of
history found in existing school texts.
PACE, as the proposed "freedom

school" was named, is a pilot project. It

‘program will extend far beyond the

children and parents immediately taking
part. Interest in PACE has been expressed
nationally, and at least one NAACP group
in a neighboring area is considering a
similar project. TFull reports on PACE, and
an evaluation of the program, will be:
