"This tern moans not merely that movement which seeks greater unity among 
the existing churches,, It refers rather to that fundamental reawakening 
among individuals, congregations and denominations which leads to the pur­
suit of the full mission of the Church Jesus Christ founded in the entire 
world and which secies greater unity among Christians and Churches in this 
world mission,"

Anyone at all conversant with what is happening in the Christian world Cannot 
help but realise that the Church is slowly and surely submitting to an ecumen­
ical reformation - the outcome of which we hope mill bo the fulfillment of our 
Lord’s prayer "that they may all be one11, Students throughout the seminaries 
of this country and other lands have been given an opportunity to share in this 
movement by participation in the Inter-Seminary Movement, At Qxford, Ohio this 
past summer the movement adopted as its purpose the following statements

"The Inter-Seminary ‘'‘ovenent is that movement of students and 
faculty in institutions in the United States which train men 
and women for the various aspects of the Ministry, who because 
of their faith in Jesus Christ as Saviour and Lord arc dedi­
cated to the ecumenical reformation,"

The Inter-Seminary movement can be dated as far back as 1880 when the Inter­
Seminary Missionary Alliance was formed at Rutgers, In 1923 the Association 
of Eastern Theological Schools was formed, It is of interest to note that 
Dr, Harner was on the Executive Committee of this group,. This Association 
became the forerunner of the Middle Atlantic Regional Council,, The group to 
which we belong in the Inter-Seminary Movement,, This Fall on Oct, 10th and 11th 
Lancaster will entertain this Council,, Representatives will come from semin­
aries as far west as Pittsburgh, as far north as Rochester, as far East as 
Princeton and Hew York City and as far south as Richmond, Va,
This summer several of the faculty and students were privileged to attend the 
first North American Inter^Seminary Conference at Miami University, Oxford, Ohio 
from June ll~18th. The conference was tremendously successfp.1 and was exten­
sively noted by both church and secular press. The "Christian Century" referred 
to the conference as the "little Oxford",, Not only wore there some 500 dele­
gates present from the United States but nearly 100 from Canada consisting 
largely of Anglicans and the United Church, Also present were seminarians 
from such far off places as China, India, Holland, France, Czecho-slovakia, 
Switzerland and 'the Phillippines0 Denominations ranged all the way from such 
groups as the Fire Baptized Holiness to the Greek Orthodox, Some twenty-four 
Evangelical-Reformed delegates spent a pleasant few hours with 28 Congregational 
representatives. United, the group formed ono of the largest Protestant groups present, surpassed only by the Methodists and Baptistse

I am fully aware that what I have said does not by any means do justice to the 
accomplishments of these men, I hope that I am right in the supposition that 
most of you are interested in the educational achievements of those men rather 
than with biographical sketches. An appraisal of the personality of these 
men could have been attempted, but I feel certain that you will derive more 
pleasure in doing this for yourself, The very fact that the faculty has been 
increased is proof of this. More varied subjects are being presented which 
should servo us in our preparation for the ministry. In conclusion, lot us 
be encouraged by the nrogross which has been made.
