+oudly by Dr. S'Pike in his oritiqua on 
two films, "Genesis," a narrated story 
of creation using abstraot art1 and "A 

'Movie" by Bruce Conner, a composition 
"of film olippings depicting man's moat 
-sensuous and tragio momenta. 

Riohard Attenbaugh's film,"Whistle 
Down The Wind," pointed sharply to the 
church's need for adequate and thorough 
Christian Education.

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HOW I ACCEPrED JESUS CHRIST 
AS MY PERSON.AL SAVIOUR .AND 

MY CALL TO THE MINISTRY 

I have always regarded personal 
testimonies as a means of helping others 
to realize the wonderful wo~k of re­
demption which God has done for us in 
Jesus Christ our Lord and to this end, 
I am not ashamed to give my personal 
testimony of him. I aooep-+;od. Jesus 
Christ to be my personal Sa·viour. Some 
people would oall this pride self• 
glorifiontion nnd so on nnd so forth, 
but to me, this is another way thnt God 
onn use in proolaiming the wonderful 
message of redemption in Jesus Christ, 
His Son. I hope this will help you who 
know me to understand me better and rrry 
churoh in East Africa. 

I was born on August 20, 1936• in 
n bnokward district in the Central 
Province of Kenya. The native residents 
~ere either employees of the Fo~est 
Depnrtment or of the European Settlers. 
There were no schools. Parents who 
wnnted their children to go to school 
did so by sending them bnok into the 
Native Reserves to stay with their 
families and clans. 

My father was n polygamist, married 
to three wives. I was brought up with 
eleven others in this backward district. 
We watched native dances, oircumoision 
ceremonies and we were in contact with 
sacrifices offered to the tribal god 
(NGAI) • Ngni according to rrry tribe is 
almighty, the creator of (Kirinyaga) 
mountnin, after whioh rrry country is 
nruned, the creator of all creation• the 
rivers of the evergreen country of the 
Agikuyn people, the god of love who 
provides the tribe with all good things. 
This is the idea of god in my tribe• 
The missionaries did not find any diffi· 
. :::c.l ty in preaching nbout God. When 
J'Jsus was preached as Son of God.t there 
;>;::i.s very little response. 

. I henrd about Jesus for the first 
time from my mother nnd my sister.­
When they went into the nearest town 
they heard a minister preaching and 
they were interested to listen to him• 
When they onme home in the evening. 
they told us about the message they 
heard from this man of God (NGAI) and 
we hnd a good evening of discussion 
about God. The next timo they went to 
the town on Sunday, my sister learned 
a chorus from the preacher, "Holy 
Bible, Book Divine~" She came and 
sang to us this chorus and after I 
told them all, "I will be a preacher," 
and I ndopted the prenohor' s name• 

My two brothers, older than my• 
self, started schooling in 19451 and 
I followed them in 1946• It.is in a 
mission school that I learned more 
about Jesus and about prnyor- To me, 
education meant knowing all th1-nga · 
about God and his Son, Jesus Christ, 
and as a result of this, I neglec~ed 
most of rrry class subjects in order to 
rend more and more about .resus. Al• 
though I did this I did .very well in 
other subjects in our terminal .exnmse 
I held first and second positions in 
our class. This made me think thnt 
all knowledge oornes from knowing God 
nnd this cnmo to me clearly when I 
rend the story of Solomon 1n the Old 
Testnment. 

My family background was a poor 
oneJ we did not enjoy nice things. 
Eaoh of us hnd a shirt and shorts and 
no other clothes to ohange with after 
washing and fu:-thermore, we did not 
enjoy anything apart from what we got 
from home. We did not have nioe 
bedding and clothing. When I went to 
a boarding school I did get rey pocket 
money and therefore couldntt enjoy 
the ten o'clock tea whioh other people 
enjoyed• I started looking at thing~ 
criti0ally. Most of the boys in the 
school and especially the seniors in

high sohool used to smoke, drink, and 
go after the girls nnd all this needed 
money. So I deoided to deceive my 
rnther snying that we have been told 
to buy things and this way I got into 
the habit of drinking, smoking, writing 
letters to girls of my home area attend• 
ing girls' sohools all around the 
oountry. This attitude mnde me oritioal 
and I could no longer believe in the 
word of God--not even attending a ohurah 
se?"Vioe. 

I left this school and joined a 
teohnioal sahool nnd I trained for four 
years in oorpentry and farming. Here 
we were taught religion once a week. 
The boys here were not interested in 
religion nt all and I started being 
critioal ngain in the behaviour of 
some of the boys. It was from this 
life that I oame to the question of my 
own life. 

One day in Deoember 1954, as we 
were going home from the sohool, I 
felt very snd. I had used all that 
I had in smoking, drinking, and so on 
nnd I pitied myself; I felt thnt I just 
onnnot oontinue in this habit nnd I 
started writing to South Afrioa for some 
drugs that would help me to give up 
smoking. But one day I listened to a 
prenohor who wns preaohing from Matthew 
llt28 nnd I questioned myself in the 
light of this word. I looked into my 
habits or1tioally. After all, they 
will never profit me or my people. I 
found that I was sinning against the 
Lord by disobeying His woro preaohed 
by his servants. Now Ho oalls me in 
n peaoeful way--" Come unto me" ·-shall 
I ~o? I did not have n pleasant night 
but rather a night of dreams and 
scripture quotations. In the morning 
r:."ber sending for one of the Christian 
bro·~hers in the Ea.st African Revival 
nnd having come I told him of my ex-

perience in the night and asked him 
to rend from the Soripture the passages 
which were quoted in the night to me 
in my dreams and while kneeling for a 
prayer I gave myself to Jesus and gave 
up my habits. I had to go to the 
girls who received my letters testi­
fying to them nbout my previous life 
and asking them to pardon me for all 
the inconveniences whioh I had in. 
flioted upon them by suggesting that 
I would marry them when I finished 
sahooling which was a lie. I thon 
did the same thing to the boys I had 
tnught the habits of smoking nnd 
drinking. Since then I have nlwnys 
felt dissatisfied with my life in the 
Lord and I always oling to Him. V'ihen 
m::f life gets into the verge of dark­
ness, I turn to Him for I love to 
wa.lk in the light and confess if I 
have done anybody any wrong, and 
beyond all I love to be found abiding 
in Christ in any oondition of my lite. 
testifying of His redeeming power 
which saves to the utmost. I heard 
a. call to the ministry immediately 
after my conversion, baptism, and 
oonfirmntion in 1955, and I joined 
the Theological College 1n Kenya in 
1958 until last year. 

I am now an ordained pastor in 
the Presbyterian Churoh of the Easte 
I thank and praise God for delighting 
to include me in the servioe of His 
ahurah. 

Again, I nm thankful to our 
Heavenly Father for opening a way for 
me to come to this Seminary nnd I am 
sure I will learn a lot ot many valu­
able things whioh will help me along 
in the servioe of the Lord and above 
all from our fellowship togethe~ here 
in the Seminary.
