"This general attitude was loos­
ened a little after the last war 
because so many families had to 
leave their homes and almost every­
one lost his money, if not all his 
property. But today, eight years 
later, eight years during which a 
part of our economy has been built- 
up again (thanks to the L'.Sl), this 
attitude is returning.

"But back again to you. Please 
let me congratulate you with all my 
heart for the step you have taken, 
for I feel that if practical men 
like you preach the Word of God, it 
is worth more that the sermons of a 
impractical, backwoodsman (spiritu­
ally speakings), which kind of men 
more than two-thirds of our .Protes­
tant Pfarrers are.

"Let me tell you of an experience 
I had in Munich. In 1950 I lived in 
the -suburb Harlaching, near the 
American colony. My church was a 
tiny white building, beautifully 
situated on Naupliastrasse; perhaps 
you remember it. One Sunday I over­
slept, and as my watch had stopped 
I had no idea what time it was. 
When I arrived, I saw that quite a 
few Americans were entering the 
church. I wondered why Americans 
were attending a German service, 
but I soon discovered that the Ger­
man service had ended an hour ear­
lier and this was to be an American 
service. (Army chaplains conduct 
religious services in downtown 
Munich churches for servicemen and 
their dependents who live in nearby 
neighborhoods. - Ed.) Well, it was 
just the same to me; it doesn’t 
matter in which language you try to 
put your devotion before God. But 
what gave me more joy and relief 
was the minister, an ai-my chaplain, 
(continued on page 6)

"I was indeed astonished to hear 
you have taken to theology. Why? 
Well, I don’t think you’ll under­
stand my reasoning if I don’t do 
some explaining. You -see, over here 
we have some sort of ’typologia 
professionalis’, meaning that a 
certain type of man is a teacher, a 
parson, an artist, etc. You can 
tell it by his manners, by his way 
of speaking, his looks. Of course 
this is only a generalization; we 
have just as well doctors who look 
like teachers, teachers who look 
like five-star-generals, and so on. 
Yet in general an elementary school 
teacher is easily distinguished from 
a minister or a cop.

"I never would have dreamt that 
you might become a minister, be­
cause you just aren’t the type J A 
German Protestant ’ Pfarrer’ is some­
what more impractical, a little 
helpless to life; his everyday lan­
guage always sounds a little like 
his sermons do, not only in phras­
ing, but also in pronouncia.tion. 
According to the European typology 
and point of view, you would make a 
good mixture between musician, ar­
tist, and businessman. I am afraid 
this comparison may not flatter you 
since I do not know what and how 
you think of yourself, but I hope 
that you won’t feel insulted at all. 
You see, I myself ' do not like the 
types we have over here; they 
result from a misunderstood tradi- 
tionality. A teacher’s son can usu­
ally become a teacher, an officer 
in the administration, or the like. 
If he became a painter, he’d be 
considered a decadent, an outcast 
of the family. If the father is an 
army officer, the son could never
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It must be remembered that this 
is the voice of one man speaking, 
but nevertheless it is a voice 
speaking out of a real experience. 
His grammar in a foreign tongue may 
be imperfect, but he lets little 
doubt in its expression!

"I found only one such map in our 
German church, in Leipzig in 1943.

He died in 1946 
from tuberculosis.

"When I moved to a room in the 
city 1 attended services in the 
Protestant church along the Isar 
River, I don’t remember the name of 
the church (St. Lukas Kirche - Ed.). 
Here I found that this American 
chaplain was just like his col­
league in Harlaching. Perhaps this 
means that in the States there may 
not be such dynasties of parsons as 
we have them over here.

"As you see, I am rather criti­
cal of our German church. But be 
that as it may, I think it is 
a wonderful thing when one feels in 
himself the strength to help his 
fellowmen morally and spiritually."
