Beginning with the Ox­
ford Conference in 1937, and continu­
ing into the present 'discussions, 
there is another and different apolo­
getic motife. Tnis motif* begins with, 
the assumption that the ba.-.al problem 
is the problem of the "true Infinite" 
or the "finally sacred", and bases its 
analysis of the disintegration of cul­
ture upon the assumption that cultural 
crises follow from disordered and dis­
torted "faiths". Eiis is s theological 
critique, which begins with the assum­
ption that man is a "devoted creature" 
- that is, devoted to some being or 
power, which gives meaning and signif­
icance to his existence.

Out of this more franlly "relig­
ious" or theological approach' there 
have come two emphases; one is the re-
