The elderly couple attending the ser-
vice fascinated me, The man evidently
was of Amish or Conservative iienonnite
ancestry, for he was dressed inthe plain
black garb and had a long and full,white
beard, He said "Amen" more than the rest
of the congregstion combined, After the
service the man spole to my wife and to
me, and told us he would like us to have
one of his printed tracts, . After re-
ceiving a tract we left, o

On our return home, we read the tract
that the man in black had given us.There
he told in friendly and convincing words
how he had been a sinner in sdavery to
the use of strong drink and tobacco and

other things for twenty years, And then
he told us that he had been born again
one night while standing on the curb

listening to a preacher of the Salvation
Army here in Lancaster twenty years ago.
When I lrad read this I thought back
over the ° morning which had been so
strange in comparison with my usual Sun-
day's worship, I was impressed most by
the power with which the gospel was pre-
ached; "Obey the Vord of the Lord" was
the tltle of the sermon, The attendance
was so poor (about 6 members, and £ vis-
itors(, that I am sure many a person in
the same situation would have decided to

almost empty church with a

close up shop,and go for coffee, instead
of for the gosrel. The second thing that
stuck in my memory was the old man with
the while beard who had been born again
20 years ago on the street. . He certain-
ly could not have been converted ‘because

‘of an imgressive sanctuary of becanse of
music rlayed on an expensive pipe organ.

I don't think he was born of the Spirit
because some super~salesman phayed onthe
delicate emotions of the man caught inan
ex1stentlal 51tuat10n. The only reason
I ¢an thinkof why that man was converted
was because the gospel was preached with
power,

Yhat was it that 1mpressed me in that
service so
free it was loose? The gospel was preach-
ed with power, ‘hat was it that convert-
ed that man in s ite of his condition =
and in spite of the Surroundlngs° . The
gospel was preached with power., It seems
to me that weak preaching of the gospel
might be what is wrong with usas church-
es, and with us as individual preachers

Evidently I am not the only one who
thinks so. A minister has exclaimed:
"“hat are” we teaching our peonle that
really is very much different from what
a sensitive Jewish rabbi would teach or
a leader in the Tthical Culture Society:
...Too often I have presented Jesus simply
as an example, not as a Savior... . The
gospel is not a matter of human effort
and harder moral striving. It is the
good news of God." These words do not
come from some "blood-of-the-lamb" funda-
mentalist. They do not even come from
Dr. Billy Graham, These words are
of a Congregational Christian minister
writing in the UMIYED CHURCH HTRALD,
January 7, 1960. ' '

Let us all pray that God will give us
the courage to proclaim His gospel with
power, for "it is the power of God for
salvation to every one who believes,"
