The one hundred twenty-sixth year 
of the Seminary opened Tuesday evening 
September 19, in Santee Chapel, where 
Miss Ruth Seebury delivered the annual 
Schneder Memorial Lecture. Dean David 
Dunn introduced Miss Seebury, Secreta­
ry of Missions of the C. C. Church.

Miss Seebury(s address centred 
about dynamic Christianity as she ex­
perienced it in her foreign travels & 
work.

She spoke of a professor in India 
who spent a complete.day talking about 
"this Christianity". He asked her if 
Christians knew what they had. In 
Christianity the professor noted two 
things. .1. >

TOiat would you think of a woodsman 
who has so much to do that he has no 
time to sharpen his axe? The ministers 
of our day who neglect Seminary train­
ing are like the woodsman with a dull 
axe.

The faculty welcomes you in that 
you feel the necessity of the discip­
lines of seminary training, the Old 
and New Testament, Theology - Biblical 
and Systematic - - - - Church History 
Christian Education, Pastoral Theo­
logy, Homiletics, Rural Life and Work, 
Church Music. Here you receive a solid 
grounding in a minister's special 
field. Before you attempt to apply the 
gospel you must know what the gospel 
is.

Because you need a wide orienta­
tion in the fundamentals of your work 
as a prophet, priest, educator, coun­
sellor, administrator, your three 
years in the seminary should be spent 
in hard intellectual effort. Financial 
necessity constrains some students to 
do outside work. Such work should be 
kept at a minimum. Your training here 
demands thought, study, worship, prac­
tice; if you neglect these primary 
matters your testimony ns to the real­
ity of the living God will be thin and 
unconvincing. In the community you 
serve you must.stand for God and godly 
living. Examine your 
goals, purposes, and 
light of your future

stand in the way of God. Learn to live 
consciously and unconsciously in the 
presence of God. Then you will know 
that the best preaching (the cutting 
edge of your ministry) is the outflow 
of a converted heart and a ripe mind.

First, the power of a savior. Every 
person must be saved from selfishness, 
futility, and loneliness. But he 
thought that Christians showed signs 
of all of these.

Secondly, the power of the congre­
gation. We have made the congregation 
an audience^ a group coming to be en­
tertained. It is necessary to incorpo­
rate the power of the savior in the 
congregation in order to make a church 
a true church. There is no nationality 
to goodness or badness, pain or joy. 
Christianity must be made to workin 
the common life.

Miss Seebury closed her talk with a 
thought-provoking idea. A young Japan­
ese wrote to her: "God is like being 
at home." All his children are your 
family. Everyone is a member of the 
household of God, so there is no room 
for loneliness or futility.
