SHALOM AND RECONCILIATION

Somehow the several religious trad-
itions must get beyond the antithesis
between bigotry and indifference. Doctrin-
al indifference is surely preferable to
bigotry; at least it does not burn heret-
ics and unbelievers at the stake. But a
tolerence of others based on a lack of
conviction within oneself will casily
change into intolerence as soon as one
acquires some convictions., The antithesis
between bilgotry and indifference is,
moreover, a false one, because the relig-
ious zeal which one withdraws from the
traditional objects of devotion may
attach itself to others and less deserving
objects, such as the state or the race
or the class, As Emerson said," When the
half gods go, the gods arrive," but it
works the other way, too. Having witnessed
in our own time the demonic forms that
this ideolitry can assume, we have
special reason to look for alternatives
to the Ingulstion and to the Enlighten-
ment...» It is necessary, even though it
is also depressing to discover how little
we have learned, and how long it has taken
to learn this even, Truly, " the more
things change the more they remain the
same,"” Apparently some sterectyped ideas
are so indelibly imprinted that neither
religious exhortation nor theological
scholarship can erase them.... Right now,
thousands and even millions of young
Christians are acquiring, in the name of
Jesus of Nazareth, attitudes toward Jews
and Judaism that can stay with them for
the rest of their lives-well in to the
twenty-first century. If all the factories
and sewers in the U.S. immediately stopped

polluting the streams, lakes and oceans,
it would still take decades to clean up
the mess, This does not mean that we
should not try, but that we must try now,
before it is too late, Similarily the
task of fighting moral and religious
pollution had better begin immediately,
because even if it does it will take a
longtime, Pleasc God, our century may
yet go down in history not only as the
century of war and holocaust, but also
as the century of shalom and reconcil-~
jation .
