Dr. Beaver Resigns
It is with sincere regret that we .take leave of Dr. Pierce Beaver, whose 

resignation takes effect immediately upon the close of the school year, Since 
his coming four years ago, Dr. Boavcr has served effectively and faithfully as 
professor of Ecumenics and Missions, a post that will be vacated by his de­parture .

An ordained minister of the Evangelical and Reformed Church, Dr. Boavcr did 
extensive teaching in American schools and colleges and served two pastorates 
(Cincinnati and Baltimore) before entering the mission field in China. In 1939 
he was called to Shanghai as a mission representative. In 19bO Ho became the professor of Church History and Worship at Central Union Theological Seminary, 
a post which he held until the war, when he wPs interned at Hong Kong and later 
repatriated to the United States.

Dr. Beaver has written numerous articles for various historical journals and 
church papers, especially for Church History, His first book, The House of God, 
was published in 193? ■ The Year of Grape appeared the following year, and Below the Great Wall, a picture book of traditional Chinese folk tales, was published 
in 19H7. Two more books, Towering O'er the Wrecks of Timo and The Liturgyi . , 
in the Life of the Church, arc nearing completion. The Theology of the Christ­
ian World illssion is now in progress.
Beginning in June, Dr,/Beaver will become the Curator of the Foreign Missionary 

Library in New York and will be associated with Union Theological Seminary. His 
new position is a great calling, and we wish him the greatest success. His con­
tributions to Lancaster Seminary have been.immense. Ever willing and able to' 
help and assist students in their various problems, Dr. Beaver.Will long bo 
remembered by those who sat under him at this Seminary. In scholarship ho 
cxcclls, and his students will always fool toward him sincere: appreciation for 
his effective classroom work.
