about the Christian endeavour for 
Peace in a world, where another war 
may mean total destruction for both 
the defeated and the victor. In the 
panel Rev. Shollenberger and Dale 
Heckman represented the pacifist, 
Rev. Maugans and George Allen the 
non-pacifist side.

Dale's main point was that the 
pacifist is not a "passivist" who 
merely stands back and does noth­
ing. On the contrary he is very ac­
tive in propagating the Christian 
principle of non-violence and in 
doing so he may have to undergo 
suffering.. In connection with that 
Rev. Shollenberger pointed our that 

allow comprimise 
our complete dedica­

tion to His rray of fighting, in 
which no violence is used but 
rather martyrdom endured. That the 
spirit of Christ is contradictory 
to any use of violence is proved 
by the history of the early church, 
where Christians did not use vio­
lence to defend themselves at least 
during the first two centuries, 
according to Rev, Shollenberger, no 
Christians could be found in the 
Roman army.

On the non-pacifist side George 
Allen brought out that God's bless­
ing surely rests on the one who is 
willing to sacrifice his life for 
his country and his beloved ones 
because this is one of the highest 
forms of self-sacrifice. He also 
asserted that the soldier can shoot 
the enemy and yet love him at the 
same time. In addition to this Rev. 
Maugans pointed out that the impor­
tant fact that nobody can really be 
a pacifist in the sense of not par­
ticipating in war at all,because he 
supports warfare by paying taxes or 
by replacing someone in his work, 
who can become a soldier. He also 
said that there is essentially no 
difference between a police force 
used to maintain the order in the 
state and an army, which is really 
nothing else than a police-force on 
the international level. The paci­
fist solution in its final conse­
quences would mean anarchism.

After the audience entered into 
the discussion most of the intellec-

PACIFISM: continued from page 2 
tual guns were fired on the poor 
pacifists, who, however,stood firm. 
The crucial problem was a practical 
one. In case evciything possible 
had been done to preserve peace by 
a. peaceful attitude and by negotia­
tion, what would be the use of re­
maining a pacifist aftei* war would 
actually be declared on the enemy? 
In wartime there is no possibility 
of getting across pacifism to the 
enemy by its own example. Does that 
mean then that until open war 
breaks out there is no difference 
between the pacifist and the non­
pacifist endeavour for peace? The 
non-pacifists say so, And they also 
assert- that the difference lies 
only at the point, where actual war 
breaks out and where the pacifist 
must become passivist, whether’ he 
wants to or not. The pacifists, how­
ever. point to the basic difference 
between the pacifist and 
fist endeavour for peace, 
to their opinion the enemy can only 
be convinced by someone, who has 
already put down tho arms rather 
than by one who "holds the pistol 
in his back," The question could 
not be solved, whether pacifism is 
a Christian idealism vhich tries to 
anticipate 
on earth 
the lamb 
peace or 
realism,
