·estige, and 11 hep-cat 11 jargon in America. We a.re identifying Christianity too closely to our 
:rticula.r culture, instead of adapting (and this is what is so difficult) our culture to 
lristiani ty. In shorts we seem to be diluting Christianity with our particular concepts, in­
;ead of allowing Christianity to penetrate our way of life. The former is so much easier and 
ire comfortable that many peoole fail to see the tremendous dangers involved. If this culture 
ieds religious sanctions then let's begin a state or American religion but for heaven's sake, 
,d our's too, let 1 s keep Christianity the one transcending factor of human differences that 
. is., Let's keep Christ a Jew and the Saviour of the world. 

Toynbee claims that Christianity failed or nearly failed to meet the challenge of the 
·dieval era because it became too closely attached to the existing culture in which it found 
self' .. When feudalism fell, Christianity almost fell with it. Is that going to be America 1 s 
stake as well? Let's wake up and realize that we are Christians first - loyal to all Christ­
nity stands for in all its purity, and Americans second - the better and more loyal .Americans 
·cause of the influence our first loyalty has upon us, 

If Christianity is to survive (and God shall never let it fail) it must be the forming 
.d influencjng factor of these shifting, changing cultures, and world of man, and not the re­
rseo It must forever remain itself, and we must search for means by which we can help make 
Christian America~ and not Christianity American.

E LIFE OF PAUL* * * * * * * * * * 
By Robert Vo Moss, Jr. Christian Education Press - $1.25 

This small volume, by our own Dr. Moss, is easily read and highly informative. It 
a short work and can be read at one sitting. However, it is primarily designed as a text­

Jk and will prove most useful in this capacity. The contents of the book a.re provocative 
ther than exhausti veg as is indicated by the questions. "for further study" which follow 
~h chapter. If not used as a text, the individual reader should have a Bible at his elbow 
use as a reference at points suggested by Dro Mosso This increases reading time but should 

i.ble the reader to understand the situations in w~.·. 0 ch Paul frequently found himself, and 
Leh Dr. Moss is elucidating. · 



In the introduction, the author gives us a thumbnail sketch of the world at the time 
' Paul 0 He discusses the religious color of the empire - mystery cults, emperor worship, and 
rsecution 0 In this world there was a tendency for the individual to feel a certain "lost­
ss" 0 He goes on to say that "Paul profoundly believed that if there was any salvation for 
.ose oppressed by a sense of lostness ••• it was to be found in Christ Jesus, who had been 
.esignated Son of God in Power' 0

11 

He sets forth his purpose in the introduction by saying that part of our task in the 
udy will be to discover why one who had not lived and worked with Jesus in the brief period 
' his earthly ministry and who spoke of himself as " the least of the apostles" should exert 
, much influence upon the course of Christian History. The answer is revealed in the chapters 
titled: A Pharisee of the Pharisees, A Man in Christ, For Freedom Christ Has Set Us Free, 
e Gospel in Greece, A,Pri~oner for Christ, and A Steward of the Mysteries of God. 

After a resume of Pa111 1 s early life and training, Dr. Moss gives us a vivid picture 
' the stoning of Stephen - from Paul's viewpoint. He says, "We cannot know what impact this 
·ent had upon Paul ~t the very denths of his being. fl The next great event in Paul 1 s life was 
s conversion. This phenomenon, which wrought such great changes in Paul's life, meant three 
ings to him: first, that Jesus was the Messiah, the Christ, as the Christians said; second, 
at God had acted apart from the Law; and third, that he was called to be an apostle to the 
ntiles. 

The book now continues on a chronoloo;ical plan as Dr, Moss gives us insights into 
.e major events of the apostle's life. We are enabled to catch a glimpse of the Arabian 
nistry and the first visit to Jerusalem after his conversion. We learn about his fourteen 
ars in the regions of Syria and Cilicia. We stand with Paul and Barnabas in the presence of 
ter and James at the Jerusalem Council. We accompany him on his missionary journeys to 
tioch, Derbe 9 and Lystra, and other cities; and we stand with him on Mars Hill. 

Not only does the tuthor present us with the life of Paul, but he gives us the crux 
Paul's thought as found in his letters. The letters to the Galatians and the Corinthians 

d the Thessalonians are briefly discussed against their own particular background. He deals 
th the occasion for the letters, the date, and the problems. He also considers Paul's im­
isonment and prison letters, the authenticity of some letters, and the collection of the 
tters. 

In the chapter entitled, "A Steward of the Mysteries of God," some of the major 
nets of Paul's theology are discussed as put forth in Romans. These are justification by faith, 
e life of the man who is justified by faith, the rejection of Israel, and the responsibility 
the Christian. 

Although there are more detailed and pretentious lives of the great apostle, there 
none which gives a more revealing picture in a brief compass. While sweeping in scope, the 

ttle volume avoids the technical points which make some books difficult for laymen to use. 
is written for lay church workers and the reader gets the heart of the matter in each case 
simple and understandable language without having to flounder through a maze of detail 

ich is of no concern to the average layman. It is admirably adanted to its end - the use 
lay church workers. Any ordinarily intelligent layman will like it, and it will be a very 

eful book in the Sunday School church library.
