This program, which will teke place on Wed-
nesday evening, April 8, after a fellowship dinner in the refectory, will in-
volve an address on “Christian Missions in Asia", based not only on Dr. Joardar's
own background as an Indian, but alsoc on a study tour which he made of Russia,
India, and Asia during the summer of 1958, An ordained Methodist minister, Dr,
Joardar will attempt to bring us to a clearer understanding of the "inscrutable
East" and the role of the Christian church in it,

EXPANSION PROGRAM
At a special meeting on Wednesday, the Corporation voted to go ahead with
the erection of the three new apartment buildings which will house forty married
students, Construction is expected to start within the next two weeks and the
project should be completed by April 1, 1960,

Tt is anticipated that the total program will cost about $725,000, Hewever,
this amount covers a new heating plant to serve the entire Seminary, a new park-
ing lot in the block just east of the campus, and new driveways and parking
space on the campus, While the Corporation recognized that apartments are
available elsewhere in the community for married students, it acted in the
belief that the married student will gain much more from his years in Seminary
if he lives on campus. In addition, it is hoped that this step will make it
possible for the wives of seminarians to beoome better oriented toward the
ministry,

It is hoped that funds to cover the cost of this new construction will be
raised in a church~wide campaign which is being proposed to the General Syned
which meets in Oberlin this summer .,
