Fine as this Christmas spirit may 
be in some of these narrow circles, it 
by no means exhausts what is implied 
in that first Christmas greeting.

And upon no 
one does this responsibility rest more 
heavily than upon the Christian. After 
all good will means God's will. And 
God's will has been revealed nowhere 
as fully as in and through the person 
of Jesus whose followers we profess to 
be. One needs to know but little of 
the life and work of Jesus to see that 
the dominant purpose of his life was 
to do the will of God. He knew God's 
will to be good will to men. And so 
we, his disiples, must teach and above 
all practice the same good will.

Perhaps the most challenging as­
pect of the practice of good will com­
es from the command of Jesus to exer­
cise it towards our enemies as well as 
our friends. To do good to those who 
hate us, and pray for those who dis- 
pitefully use us and persecute us is 
his recommendation to his followers. 
Dare we then refuse to exercise good 
will during this Christmas season to­
ward our national enemies, economic 
adversaries, social and cultural ant­
agonists? Until this good will is pra-? 
cticed in all these areas, peace on 
earth is but a delusion.

Merry Christmas to you! Time and 
again will we hear and express this 
greeting during the coming week. Vftiat 
a variety of ideas this popular greet­
ing may convey. For some it may mean 
nothing more than jovial fellowship, 
appetizing food and drink, or the re­
ception of coveted material possess­
ions. But precious and desirable aa 
some of these Christmas experiences 
may be they are by no means basic to 
the real meaning of a genuine Christ­
mas greeting.

Perhaps we can best get to the 
heart of a true Christmas greeting by 
examining the first Christmas greeting 
ever uttered. It is expressed in that 
neautiful story written by Luke where 
shepherds abiding in the fields keep­
ing watch over their flock by night 
were suddenly surrounded by heavenly 
glory; then heard ah angelic message3 
and finally a multitude of the heaven­
ly host proclaimed to them this greet­
ings Glory to God in the highest and 
on earth peace among men of good will. 
Here is the secret of a truly "Merry 
Christmas." It is peace among men of 
good will.

Let us then take to heart the fact 
that there can be no merry Christmas 
where men do not have good will; and 
where all persons have a good will to­
ward one another there is always a 
merry Christmas.

Perhaps this good will is best 
mirrired in a good Christian home.
