TERMS and CO N D.ITIONS 
Under Whlc:h Telephone Service is Furnished 

USE OF TELEPHONE 
I. Telephone instruments and connecting lines are furnished to subscri~ers te 

be used in accordance with the rules as prescribed by the Department from time to 
time, and are to be us ed only by the subscriber, his agents or employees wh.en t;ngaged 
upon his business and must not be used for transmitting, receiving or dehver:mg any 
message or communication in respect of which a consideration has been or I S to be 
paid by any other party, except as permitted by the rules of the Department, nor 
used in any way in competition with the telephone business conducted by the Dep~rt­
ment. Subscribers will not be allowed to transfer their telephone number, ser~ce, 
or contract to any other party, unless arranged for in advance by a duly authoriZed 
efficial of the Department. 

The r ight of the subscriber is to use the instruments and connecting 
lines where the Department may place them, but not elsewhere, under 
such rules a s the Department may from time to time prescribe. He 
sha ll not extend their use to other individuals, except liis servants upon 
h is business; nor shall they be u sed for any calls or consideration to be 
paid by any person other than the subscriber; nor doea this confer upon 
him the right to use any other instrumen~. 

2. The lines and instliuments over which the service is furnished remain the 
property of the Government and shall be carefully used by the subscriber, and only 
as herein stated in Clause No. I; and no instrument or appliance not furnished by 
the D epartment shall be attached to or used in conpection with these lines a nd 
instruments. 

CONSTRUCTION 
3. When it is necessary to erect poles or anchors in order to carry the wires 

from the main telephone line on the road a llowance or street to the applicant's 
premises, such poles and anchors in connection therewith will be supplied and erected 
-.,. the Department a t the expense of the applicant. 

CHARGES-HOW PAID 
4. All cha rges for installations, moves, and monthly rentals shall, be paid in 

advance, which shall entitle the subscriber to service with all subscribers connected 
to the same exchange. Regular toll rates will be charged for all service to points 
.utside of the exchange. 

5. Su bscribers shall pay the installa tion charges, first rental instalment (and 
eonstruction charges if any) strictly in adva nce. Excess mileage charge will be added 
if outsid e of exchange limits. If subsequent rental a ccounts 1remain unpaid after 
the 20th of the month, service shall be discontinued a nd if still remaining unpaid 
after the end of the month, a charge of $1.00 shall be made to reconnect service; ne 
rebate or reduction ahall be allowed for such interruption to service. 

6 . Subscribers shall pay monthly, at schedule rates, for all messages and con­
versations over the Long Distance lines. If said accounts remain unpaid after the 
l Oth of the month, further credit shall be refused until account is paid. 

7. Subscribers shall pay p romptly , upon p resentation of account, all charge~ 
fer other miscellaneous items. If these charges are not paid within 20 days, service 
•hall be d iscontinued. 

COMPLAINTS RE LONG DISTANCE SERVICE 
8. No allowance will b e made on complaint of inefficient Long Diatance service 

ualess such complaint be made to Chief Operator, immediately after conversation 
l!.as taken pla ce. 

VACATION ALLOWANCE 
9: S~ould .a aubscri~er desire to have his Exchange Residence Service tem­

pGrarily d iScontmued , owmg to the closing of his residence, he may do so without 
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cancelling contract or having telephone removed, and, if arranged for in advance 
in writing, an allowance of one~half of the rate per month will be made for a period 
of not less than one month and not exceeding three months in any one 
year. Subscriber shall state, when making application, the period for which he 
a:pects to be absent(~pd shall pay for this period in advance. Subscriber will 
notify the Department when he wishes service resumed, either in writing or by calling 
a t the office and signing re~connect order. Owing to the fact that Rural Telephones 
eannot be disconnected without a special trip being made to their location, this regu­
lation will not apply to Rural Subscribers. 

MOVES 
I 0. ' 'rhe telephone is first located where the subscriber directs and must not be 

moved or interfered with. When the subscriber desires to have the telephone 
moved to a ny other location, notice in writing should be given to the local 
office, at least ten days before the change is desired. The work will then 
be done as promptly as possible at regular charges. 

CANCELLATION OF SERVICE 
II. Subscribers giving up service must notify the Department in wnhng, or 

ea.II a t office and sign " Take Out" order. Failing to do this, subscriber will be liable 
Eor rent up to date instrument is removed or taken over by a new su bscriber. 

IDENTIFICATIDN OF EMPLOYES 
12. Every employe of the Alberta Government Telephones authorized to instal, 

inspect, repair or remove the D epartment's apparatus carries a metal badge showin; 
the na me of the Alberta Government Telephones and his own number. Subscribe~ 
and others are earnestly requested to refuse access to their premises to anyone who 
cannot in this way identify himself, and to notify the Local Office at once by telephone. 

GENERAL 
13. If a telephone installed for service at the1 residence rate be used for the 

purposes of business or profession, or otherwise than for the usual requirements of 
a residence, the D epartment may charge the business rate for such service without 
rega rd to the ·date to which the subscriber has paid for service at the residence rate. 
This also applies to subscribers, for residence service only, who advertise or use their 
telephone number in connection with their business or profession. 

I 4. The Department will endeavor to keep the lines and inst ruments in good 
working order and undertakes to clear trouble or make repairs with all reasona ble 
despat ch, but does not guarantee uninterrupted service. 

15. A subscriber 's telephone number is not a part of the application for service, 
but numbers will only be changed when absolutely necessary or for the betterment 
of the service. 

16. The use of obscene, profane or abusive language while using the telephone 
is strictly forbidden and service may be immediately discontinued for violation of 
this rule. I

No insertions, chan ges or corrections may be made af ter the date set for the closing of copy. 
Each subscribe r is entitled to one single line entry in the Alphabetical Liet without charge. List­

ings in bold type will be charged a t the rate of Two D olla r• per issue. By special a rrangement any 
subscriber to Exchange Business Service may have the name of any company which he repreeen ts, or 
of any employee or a gent, listed in Directory a t a nominal charge of One D ollar per line per issue. A 
1n1bscriber to Exchange Residence service may have the name of a b ona fide member of hi• family listed 
in the D irectory for One D olla r per line per iuue. When it is desired to insert the name of a pereon 
not an actua l member of the family, the charge will be $3.00 per issue, which include• Exchange Service.

3. REMOVE YOUR FINGER a.fter each opera­
tion and allow the dial to rotate back to its normal 
position. Do not force or retard this movement. 

4. FACE 11-IE TRANSMITTER with the lips 
almost touching the mouthpiece.

TROUBLE:-Compl&ints regarding Telephone 
Troubles should be ~rted IXl Trouble Onerator, 
Telephone No. 93, When reporting trouble, give 
celephone number affected and ita location. also 
state as accurately aa possible · just how trouble 
manifests itself. Try to be specilic, as incomplete 
information frequently causes delay in locating na­
ture of trouble.

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LONG DISTANCE SERVICE 
Rules and Regulations 

To make a Long Dillfance Call, first call "Long Distance"-when the 
Long Dillfance Operator an•wers, gioe her your telephone number, followed 
by the details of your call, a• indicated below. 

CLASSIFICATION OF LONG DISTANCE SERVICE 

1. STATION TO STAT~ON CALLS 
The Station-to-Station rate applies when it is not desired to establish com, 

munication between particular persons except that Appointment, Musenger or Cal-
led Calls are not accepted in connection with Station-to-Station Seroice. \ 

Station-to-Station calls must be made by numbar .whenever Telephone Directory 
information covering the called point is available. When such information is not 
available, the name or address under which the telephone is listed should be given. 
Gpecifying that " anyone at that nnmber will do." 

EXAMPLE:--"Nuinber 4567 J . H . Brown speaking, I want to 
speak to No. 684 Springdale" or "I want to speak to Mr. John 
Jones," residence (or business) as the case may be. "Springdale. 
Anyone at his number will do." 

2. PERSON-TO-PERSON CALLS 
(Eoening and Night Rates do nol apply to Paraon-to-Person Smtce.) 
When a Long Distance Call is made, specifying that convenation is desired with 

a particular person and the connection is establiahed and conversation held with that 
person, the· "Person-to-Person" rate applies. 

EXAMPLE:--" Number 4567 J. H . Brown speaking, I want to 
speak to Mr. John Jories No. 684 Springdale," or "If Mr. Jones is not 
there, I will speak to Mr. A. F . Smith." 

NOTE:-When a particular peraon fa desired, the Long Dlatance operator 
must be so adoiaeel when the call is placed, otherwiae charges wiU 
be made from the time connection is utabliahed with the telephone 
desired, whether the party is obtained or not 

Appointment Calls 
An Appointment Call is a Person-to-Person call requiring communication 

to be established at a specified time, and order should be given to the Long Diatance 
operator in the usual manner. 

Messenger Calls 
A Messenger Call is a Person-to-Person call, neceseitating the services of a 

Messenger to secure _the attendance of a specified penon, and order ebould be 
given to the Long Distance operator in the usual manner The Messenger 
Service charge in such cases must be prepaid by the eallin~r party if the eall is 
placed from a Public: Pay Station 

Collect Calls 
Collect calls are Person-to-Person Calls, the charges for which are revened. 

i.e., to be collected from the called party. In such cases the aaaent of the c:aDed 
party shall be obtained before the connection ia established.

Rules and Regulations-Continued 

RATES AND CHARGES FOR LONG DISTANCE SERVICE 

Long Distance Tolis will be charged to the subscriber f~om whose _in.strument 
the Long Distance call is placed, except those messages for wh1ch the receiVIng party 
expressly agrees to pay on the basis of a Person-to-Person Call. 

All rates quoted are for an initial period of three minutes. For overtime beyond 
the initial period a proportionate charge is made per minute. 

The rates quoted on pages 9 and 10 are Station-to Station Day Rates. 
The Day rate for a Station-to-Station call is the fundamental rate upon which 

the rates for other classes of Service are based. 
The rate for a completed Person-to-Person call, either Paid or Collect is ap­

proximately 25% higher than the corresponding Station-to-Station Day rate. 
The rate for a completed Appointment or Messenger Call, including Writ~en 

Messages and Telegrams, is approximately 50 per cent. higher than the correspondmg 
Station-to-Station day rate. 

Day rates only are used in computing charges on Person-to-Person, Appoint­
ment and Messenger Calls, including Written Messages and Telegrams. 

Day rates only are in effect between points served by the Alberta Government 
and Saskatchewan Government T elephone8. 

The Kootenay Telephone Lines Ltd. (B.C.) Day and Night Rates are the same. 

Evening and Night R~tes 
(These rates apply on Station-to-Station Calls only.) 
Between 7 p.m. and 12 midnight the Station-to-Station rates are approxi­

mately one-half the Day rates and are known as "Evening Rates." 
Between 12 midnight and 4.30 a .m. the Station-to-Station rates are approxi­

mately one-fourth the Day Rates and are known as "Night Rates." 

(NOTE:-In no case shall the Evening or Night rate, as the case may be, 
be less than 25c for the initial period, unless the Day rate is less, in which case 
the Day, Evening and Night Rates shall be the same.) 

Report Charges 
Under certain conditions a Report Charge of approximately one-quarter of 

the Station-to-Station Day rate will be made on uncompleted Person-to-Person, 
Appointment and Messenger Calls, including Written Messages and Telegrams. 

A Report Charge shall not be made on a Station-to-Station call under any 
condition.

SLOT MACHINE PAY STATION SERVICE 

Slot Machine Telephones have been installed by the Department for the con­
venience of subscribers and the general public, in suitable locations throughout the 
Province, Lo~al conversations. may be ha_d f~om t~ese telephones at a charge of 5 
cents _for 5 mmutes. Long D1s~a~~e SerVIce 1s furmshed at regular tariff rates upon 
depos1t of the amount of the tmttal charge (covering three minutes conversation) 
the usual charges being made for excess time.
