AN ORDINANCE REVISING TITLE 10: ZONING, 

CHAPTER 221): GENERAL STANDARDS

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURNSVILLE ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: " 10- 22D- 5: General Standards" of the Burnsville Municipal Code

is hereby amended as follows: 

10- 22D- 5: General Standards

D. Parking: Parking requirements within the TOD district are reduced in order to account

for reduced daily vehicle trips generated nearby the use given its proximity transit
stations. Other than the exceptions below, parking requirements from section 10- 7- 26
shall apply. 

1. Exeept for- the fella ing waes,All minimum off-street parking requirements in
section 10- 7- 26 are automatically reduced by twenty-five percent (25%) 
within the TOD district. 

a. Calculating method: 

1) The automatic reduction shall be calculated b, taking the total

parking required in section 10- 7- 26 and reducing it by
twenty- fivepercent ( 25%). 

2) When calculating_ parking for mixed use developments, 
individual uses within the building will be calculated

separately and added together to arrive at the total required
parking spaces. 

b. Exceptions for the following uses: 
1) Shopping requirement: Minimum three ( 3) spaces per one

thousand ( 1, 000) 4-. qu re feet in floor area. 

2) FbrApartment dwelling units: 
A) Minimum one ( 1) enclosed garage space per

unit still es. 

B) Additional parking reductions found in this section
shall not apply to apartment dwellings.

2. Maximum off-street parking within the TOD district shall be one hundred

twenty-five percent (125%) of the ,.v, uir-omen4s in seetion 10 7 Structured

parking spaces are exempt from this limitation. 
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4. Additional Pparking reductions: Within the TOD district, the amount of
parking required by this section may be reduced by twentYpercent ( 20%) 
provided one of the following conditions are met: 

b. Inclusion ofcar -share spaces at a rate of two (2) spaces reduced per
one ( 1) car share space up to ,- edu do f *_,.o ty five
per-eent ( 25% 

the pr-avisi Inclusion ofan on -site transit interface including at least
one ( 1) of the following: 

1) Site is within five hundred feet ( 500') of a designated transit

station. 

2) Dedication of land and construction of bus stop facilities

including bus pullout lanes, shelters, benches, lights, and
signage. 

3) Pedestrian connections between the bus stop and the principal
buildings on the site. 

SECTION 2: This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and
publication.
