AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 15 OF THE SPANISH FORK MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO EVENT CENTERS IN THE COMMERCIAL DOWNTOWN.

EXHIBIT “A”

AMENDMENT OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE

15.3.16.060 C-D Downtown Commercial
This district is intended to promote and maintain the character of a pedestrian oriented retail district along Main Street. Building orientation should strongly encourage pedestrian use by having buildings close to the street with frequent entrances to buildings, and significant amounts of glass. Drive-thru uses should be strongly discouraged.
1. Permitted Uses: The following uses are permitted if operated from a permanent, enclosed building, with no outside storage. The outside display of merchandise for sale is allowed between the hours of 7:00 a.m. 9:00 p.m. if the merchandise remains off from the public right-of-way. Merchandise is allowed on the public right-of-way during sidewalk sales, which are allowed every weekend: 
0. Art Galleries and Studios. 
0. Entertainment Uses. 
0. Financial Institutions with no drive-thru service. 
0. Hotels, with all guest rooms above the first floor. 
0. Instructional Studios. 
0. Municipal Facilities required for local service. 
0. Office Supply, Copying, Printing businesses. 
0. Offices. 
0. Personal Service businesses. 
0. Residential uses when located above the first floor. 
0. Restaurants. 
0. Retail uses. 
1. Uses Subject to Conditions:
1. Event Centers when at least one (1) off-street parking space is provided for every 300 square feet of floor space.
1. Uses Subject to Conditional Use Permit (see §15.3.08.060): 
2. Drive-thru facilities as part of a financial institution. 
2. Lube Centers. 
2. Parking structures. 
2. Tire Centers. 
2. Wireless Communication Facilities on existing structures, with the intent to make them “stealth” facilities, which are not noticeable to a degree greater than the structure to which it is attached; or new stealth facilities which are camouflaged into its surroundings.
