Measurements:

-Whisper White 8%z x 5% score at 4% card base
-Bermuda Bay 5-3/8 x 4
-Watercolor paper 5% x 4. 1” circle

Instruction:

1. Onto the watercolor paper stamp the trees (top and bottom) using Versamark ink. *Note that the
bottom can be share in different direction when placing on your clear block.

2. Heat emboss with copper embossing powder.

. Using the aqua painter brush a light layer of water on the embossed watercolor paper.

4. While the paper is still wet, using the aqua painter apply Coastal Cabana at the top and Crumb
Cake at the bottom. You just brush the aqua painter with ink, don’t worry about the emboss
image. (To pick the ink with the aqua painter, | used clear blocks, tap one onto Coastal Cabana
ink pad and one onto Crumb Cake ink pad. This will be your ink pallet for the watercolor.)

5. Let dry and die cut with the 5-1/8 x 3% Rectangle Stitched framelits.

6. Adhere onto the Costal Cabana card stock then into the card base.
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7. Stamp the greeting using Costal Cabana ink onto the 1" circle watercolor paper.
8. Punch the 1/8 circle at the top of the circle and tie a little bow with linen thread.
9. Adhere onto the card front using a glue dot.
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
