The building was erected and ready for use in the year 18<]2. There 

were 33 charter members. 

Rev. J. S. Bryan was district Superintendent at the time of its 

beginning and Rev. C. C. Davis wa.s pastor in charge. 

It was in July'of 1892 that the first Sunday School was started. 

Mr. J. M. Kimbrough was the first Superintendent. 

The firSt trustees were: R. A. McDonald, W. R. Hanleiter, R. T. 

D.aniel, tt. M. Harper, W. J. Standfield and W. C. Hammock. 

The tirst Board of Stewards consisted of W. M. Harper, Henr.r 

Kilgore, J. N. Ski"pper, J. N. Stafford, J. M. Kimbrough, J. M. Stephens 

and W. J. Stantield. 

Since its organization the church has gram 3J1d improved in DIBJ1Y 

ways. To better serve the people,a new modem, wall e.quipt church 

building was erected this year. It is located at 732 W. Broad Street. 

The Church School is growing steadily. 

The WOMan I s Society of Christian Service is serving an important 

place in the lives of the women of the Church.
