"My father, Rev. William S. Foster, died in Jonesville, S.C., 
June 14, 1896, at the home of Mr. J. B. Foster, in his BOth year. For more 
than 40 years he was citizen of Cherokee County, Ga. He was converted and 
joined the Methodist Church in 1842. In business and in social life, in 
church and in state, at home and abroad, he was a loyal and consistent 
Christian. He was an indulgent father, a devoted husband and a kind 
neighbor. He had no disease, but seemed to be worn out with the hard 
fought batt..les of life. 

The closing days of his life were calm; no pain racked him, but 
like a tired child he sweetly slept his last days. We feel that our 
father has gone to be with the SaVior, and the many loved ones gone before, and 
we hope that we can meet him when the toils of this life are over. We 
miss thee, dear father, an la few more years we hope that we can meet thee 
on the shining shore where partings are no more".

Rev. William Jefferson Johnson was born in Union District, outh 
Carolina, September 30, 1832; died Oct. 6, 1896, aged 64 years. In 1855 
married Miss Mary Carmichael. He was converted the same year and joined 
Methodist Church at Little River Campground. Licensed to ahort before the 
war and served in the Confederate Army. He became a licensed preacher 
and' ordained Deacon in 1874 by Bishop Wightman, and Elder in 1893 by 
Bishop Hagood. 
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Brother Johnson was a man who held the confidence of the people
 
and was a preacher of ability. He delighted in the study of'Theology
 
and possessed a mind well stored with th doctrines of Methodiam.
 
He w s loyal to his church and a safe adviser of his itinerant brethren.
 
He rendered good service as a preacher and worker in the Lordls vineyard
 
in this county for mapy years.
 

In his last sickness there were intervals when his mind was beclouded
 
and befogged by disease, but a short while before his death he embraced
 
his loved ones and asked them to meet him tn the glory world. His end
 
was peaceful and he went to death as an infant falls to sleep on its
 
mother I s breast. May we so 11ve as to meet him in the inheritance of

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Rev. illiam Washington HaWkins was born in Macon County, N.C., 
March 5, 1835; died ugust 13, 1896, aged 61 years. Converted in 1852 
at Hickory Flat Campground and in 1854 married iss Sisily Haney. 
He was licensed to preach in 1876, and was ordained a deacon in 1883 
by Bishop Pierce. Bro Hawkins labored for the upbuilding of the Lordls 
Kingdom and seldom refused to suspend hen called on to fill the pulpit. 
His temperament being fervid, his sermons were earnest, sympathetic and 
emotional He not only tried to build up Christ IS Kingdom, but advocated 
the right of the common people and feared not to defend their cause on 
public platforms and in private walks of life. He was a lover of his 
country, his fellowmen, and his God. 

His last sickness was short-prostrated on Saturday, he breathed his 
last an Thursday following. Our county has lost a good citizen, his 
family and affectionate husband and father, and our church a zealous 
advocate and the common people a true and tried friend. 

Our brethren Johnson and Hawkins labored in the ministry together 
many years in this county and helped to lay the foundations upon which 
the Methodist Church rests today, and the success of our church is in a

measure due to their ltiU zeal and labors in her behalf. May theAmantles 
fall on aome of our young men who will rise up to take the vacant places 
in the great army of the Lord, and press the battle they so nobly sustained.
