o Thedisciples of Jesus are worshippers—called out and called for.
e When we understand who God is, it leads to worship. He is holy and merciful.

1 Peter 2:9 (NIv) But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, declaring the
praises of Him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.

Romans 12:1 (n1v) Therefore, | urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living
sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and proper worship.

e Worshipis a cooperate activity but also a personal one.
¢ God wants us to worship because we need to—creature versus creator.

Romans 1:21 (N1v) For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but their
thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened.

Romans 1:25 (N1v) They exchanged the truth about God for a lie, and worshiped and served created things rather than the
Creator—who is forever praised. Amen.

Psalms 22:3 (weB) But you are Holy, you who inhabit the praises of Israel.
