BY-LAWS FOR

SCHOOL-CONNECTED PARENT SUPPORT OR BOOSTER ORGANIZATIONS

(Suggestions pertaining to different types of groups are included in parentheses)

ARTICLE 1.
NAME:  The name of this organization shall be the (name of organization), a non-profit organization.

ARTICLE 2.
OBJECTIVES: 
Section 1. The purpose of a Booster Club is to support the players/students and coaching staff in order to be successful during the school year. 

Section 2.  To induce and stimulate parent and student participation in the extra-curricular activities of (name of organization), and to establish a fund from which the previously mentioned activities may be provided with equipment, materials, supplies and financial support not available through school funds.

Section 3.  To carry on activities and business consistent with the foregoing purposes which are deemed appropriate by the executive board of the organization.

ARTICLE 3.
POLICIES:

This organization shall be non-commercial, non-sectarian, non-partisan, and shall not engage in any activities other than those deemed necessary to accomplish the stated objectives.  All provisions of Conejo Valley Unified School district Board Policy and Administrative Regulation 1230, School-Connected Organizations, will be implemented by the organization.

ARTICLE 4.
MEMBERSHIP:

Section 1.  Membership is open to all parents, guardians, teachers and patrons of (name of organization).  Memberships are available throughout the year. (It is advisable to establish and stipulate a procedure for maintaining membership lists).

Section 2.  Annual player/student donations, if any, shall be determined by the executive board.

Section 3.  No member shall have any right or interest in any of the property or assets of this organization.

ARTICLE 5.
EXECUTIVE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND THE ELECTION:

Section 1.  The Executive Board of Directors for this organization shall be: 

1. President
2. Vice-President
3. Secretary

4. Treasurer
Section 2.  The Executive Board of Directors shall be elected annually by the booster membership at a general booster meeting.  (Methods/Rules of election must be explained in detail within the Addendum section of these by laws.)
Section 3.  Executive Board of Directors members will serve for a term of one (or more) fiscal year(s) until their successors are elected.

Section 4.  The Executive Board of Directors shall be voted into their position by the membership and shall serve for one year (or more).

Section 5. Sub-groups are responsible for replacing their member(s) who resign or complete their term of office. (Eliminate or modify as applicable.)

Section 6.  When an member of the Executive Board of Directors fails to attend (stipulate number) regular meetings, or fails to perform his/her duties without adequate reason for a period of (stipulate number) days, the Executive Board of Directors may remove that member and declare the position vacant. 
Section 7.  All members of this booster organization shall serve without compensation.
Section 8. All Executive Board of Directors members must have a student within the program.

Section 9. Executive Board of Directors members cannot be spouses or significant others. Board members can NOT be related to, in a current relationship with, or had past relationships with, a coach or school administrator. 
ARTICLE 6.
DUTIES OF OFFICERS:

Section 1.  The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization and shall form committees necessary to execute the policies of the executive board.

Section 2.  The Vice-President shall act as an aide to the President and perform the duties of the president in his/her absence.

Section 3.  The Secretary shall take meeting in minutes at all meetings. The Secretary oversees the by-laws and makes changes as voted on by the membership. The Secretary will assist the President and Vice-President as needed.
Section 4. The Treasurer shall receive all money for the organization and shall deposit in the name of the organization approved by the executive board; shall pay all bills by check or debit card and keep an accurate record of receipts and reimbursements. Booster clubs are NOT ALLOWED to have credit or credit cards in the name of the booster club. All checks issued in the name of or payable to the corporation shall be signed or endorsed by two of the following: President, Vice-President, or Treasurer.

ARTICLE 7.
BUDGET AND FUND-RAISING:

Section 1. The annual budget of the organization shall be approved by a majority vote of attending members at the first general meeting of the school year as formulated by the executive board and submitted to the principal.  Modification of the budget shall be approved by a majority vote of attending members as an executive board meeting.

Section 2.  All major fund-raising activities of the organization shall be approved by a majority vote of attending members at any executive board meeting.
Section 3. Booster organizations are not authorized to enter in to or approve any contracts or agreements that extend past the school year in which they are operating. In addition, any contract or agreement that has any impact on the school or school site requires prior authorization from the school principal or designee.
Section 4. Booster organizations are prohibited from applying for any type of loan or having a credit card in the organizations name.
Section 5.  Annual audits will be conducted.

ARTICLE 8. 
MEETINGS: A minimum of 9 regular meetings shall be held during the fiscal year.  Meetings must be held on the school site campus. Meetings will be conducted under Robert Rules of Order.  Each sub-group, if applicable, will be entitled to one (1) vote.  No proxy votes will be accepted. (Membership and voting criteria should be established and stipulated in an Addendum.)

ARTICLE 9. 
TITLE IX.  It is the policy of 


         organization, in compliance 

with Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, not to discriminate on the basis of sex in its programs and activities.

ARTICLE 10.
DISSOLUTION:  Upon the dissolution of the organization, the executive board shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the organization, distribute all of the assets of the organization to the program the organization supported or directly to the school.

ARTICLE 11.
AMENDMENTS. These by-laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote at any regular meeting, provided notice to members has been given previously.  (Establish procedure and include in the Addendum.)
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
