Wonders Reading Program: This week our class will be focusing on tools that help us explore and tools that help us do different activities. Vocabulary: tools, discover. Invite your child to name different tools they see. Invite them to discuss how to use the tools, too!


High-Frequency Word: Review: I, can, the, see, we. Introduce: a .Write the word a on paper and have your child trace it. Then say sentences and have your child write a each time you say the word. Category Words: colors. Identify colors on clothes and favorite colors. Play “I Spy” and describe an object using its color to see if your child can guess it.  Phonics: Pp. Invite your child to play a game of “Beginning or Ending?” Say words that begin or end with /p/ and they have to decide whether they hear the sound at the beginning of the word or at the end. Comprehension: Key details. Invite your child to point out important details from a story they read, like “Who was an important character?”, “Why did the character do that?” Number Corner Math: We will explore numbers 0-20, and learn more about teen numbers. We will also compare amounts in our collections, and compose numbers by using fingers from each hand to build 6-10.
