Purpose of Project/Project Description:

Bellevue’s 16 neighborhood areas are characterized by diverse demographics, as well as
built and natural features. The city is initiating a neighborhood planning program that will
rely on current and relevant data to illustrate the unique character of each neighborhood
area and answer important questions. What challenges and opportunities face each
neighborhood? What trends indicate growing needs or opportunities? How can
information be shared with the public in a way that is transparent, objective, and easy to
understand? This project will identify the range of available data sources; conduct
interviews of city staff and citizens as needed; consider strategies for communication such
as use of infographics and formatting techniques to highlight key information; compile and
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organize data; and prepare four neighborhood profiles. Work products will include
neighborhood profiles, documentation of the work process, and recommendations to the
City for neighborhood outreach.

Objectives/Desired Outcomes:
Students in HSERV 580 will complete the following:

e Identify and summarize available data on the demographic characteristics, social,
political and physical features for four Bellevue neighborhoods (NE Bellevue, NW
Bellevue, Newport, and Crossroads).

e (Conduct stakeholder interviews with community representatives in each
neighborhood (e.g. police, schools, community-based organizations) to identify
needs, strengths, and resources of the neighborhood.

e Draft a neighborhood profile of four Bellevue neighborhoods (content for
infographic), as well as a written document summarizing the steps above. The
document will be used to support future neighborhood outreach and community
engagement in Bellevue.

Scope of Work Deliverables, In Addition to LCY Report:

Written profile for each of the four assigned neighborhood areas that includes summary of
available data, and recommendations for future engagement and programming. Oral
presentation of the neighborhood profiles to city staff on last day of class.
