® Improves the GHI's abilify to
reflect micronutrient deficiencies
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® Measures inadequate food
supply, and important Indicator
of hunger

® Refers to the entire population,
both children and adults

® Used as a lead indicator for
international hunger targets,
including the SDGs

® Wasting and stunting only
partially capture the mortality
risk of undernutrition
